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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

In ancient times if a man died, his widow was in a precarious situation if she had no adult son to 
care for her. The widow from the first reading was suffering from famine. Her son was a little child, 
so imagine the horror when she realized that she could scrape together just a little food for her son 
and herself before they starved to death. No one cared for her except God who sent the prophet 
Elijah to her.  But first, she had to trust in God and follow the law of hospitality, caring for the 
stranger. She did and God rewarded her generously. 

Now, look at the widow of today’s Gospel. Jesus’ 
statement that she gave from her want, her poverty, was 
a praise of her generosity.  It was also a condemnation of 
society who had left her destitute. She was rich in faith 
but her surrounding community treated her poorly. We 
have a challenge here, to have a generous heart and 
hand as exemplified by God Himself and the faith-filled 
might of a fragile widow. Also, we need to be aware to 
the extent that we participate in the concept that some 

must lose so others can gain; we can easily be uniting with the sins of greed and materialism that so 
often cause apathy and tolerate cruel injustice. It is the improper means to gain wealth that is wrong 
and the disregard of how it causes others to suffer that is sinful. 

Jesus marveled that a widow, who had so little, gave to the Temple. He also blesses the strength of 
any society that cares for its weakest members.

Please note, the gym portion of the hall will be closed November 12 through November 30 while the 
new ceiling is being installed. We thank you for your patience and understanding while we make 
these necessary renovations. 
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Dear Parishioners and Friends, 
  
As you may have noticed, the roof of our parish gym/hall has been replaced.  The original slate roof had 
reached its sixty-year expectancy.  It has been experiencing increased leaks over the years and most 
recently these leaks have caused the collapsing of the interior ceiling tiles.  Due to 
escalating safety concerns, this critical project had to be expedited.  
  
The Hall was the original church built in 1955.  For 21 years it was the place where liturgies were 
celebrated and sacraments were administered.  Since that time, it has been the location for the school’s 
lunch program, gym classes and after care program.  The athletic association utilizes the building for 
practices, games, and tournaments.  The gym/hall is also used by the Religious Education Program, 
other parish groups and as additional space for holiday Masses. 
  
We are truly blessed to have this facility on our parish campus.  Now is the time to make these critical 
improvements that are needed for this important building. In addition to the new roof and interior tiled 
ceiling, the building needs electrical upgrades, new exterior doors and security, three new air conditioning 
units, new boiler, new convection oven and cooling condenser, lavatory renovations and sound system.  
  
After much prayer, consultation and discussion with our Finance Council, Parish Facilities Committee and 
staff I have decided to launch a Capital Campaign, solely for our parish gym/hall, starting the first Sunday 
of Advent.  The total amount needed to perform the renovations is nearly $600,000.  Your support 
is vitally necessary.  
  
Please pray for this campaign and the possibilities of how you can support it.  Whatever is pledged and 
collected will be 100% committed to our parish gym/hall. Details of this campaign will be mailed to you in 
the first week of December.  Thank you for your understanding and commitment to our parish.

 AROUND THE DIOCESE OF WILMINGTON
Video tour of St. Mary Star of the Sea Church and Tubman Chapel in Dorchester County now 
available. The Catholic Diocese of Wilmington has released a new video tour of the original St. Mary Star 
of the Sea Church, now called the Tubman Chapel; and the current St. Mary Star of the Sea, located 
across Hoopers Island Road from the original church, in Golden Hill, Dorchester County, Maryland.  The 
video is the fifth in a series featuring historic churches of the Diocese of Wilmington and is available free to 
the public on the Diocese of Wilmington’s YouTube channel – www.youtube.com/DioceseofWilm. 

Other churches included the St. Francis Xavier Shrine (Old Bohemia) in Warwick, Cecil County, Maryland; 
Old St. Joseph’s Mission Church near Cordova, in Talbot County, Maryland; St. Peter the Apostle in 
Queenstown, Queen Anne’s County, Maryland; and the Cathedral of St. Peter in Wilmington, Delaware. 
Additionally, the diocese produced and released a short video on the life of Maryland Eastern Shore 
native, the Rev. Paul Wattson, SA, (1863-1940) - also known as Father Paul of Graymoor - who may be 
the first person born in what is now the Diocese, to be a canonized saint.  All these videos are available on 
the YouTube site and on the diocesan 150th anniversary page, www.cdow.org/150th.
