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 A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
It is a century since the 1919 World Series Scandal.  Also called The Black Sox Scandal, it involved a 
match fixing incident in Major League Baseball in which eight members of the Chicago White Sox were 
accused of intentionally losing the World Series against the Cincinnati Reds in exchange for money from 
a gambling syndicate led by Arnold Rothstein.  He bet against Chicago making a significant profit for 
himself, some gamblers and the players involved in the scandal when the White Sox lost Game 8 (and 
the series) on October 9, 1919.

 

We don’t have to go back 100 years to find people using their intelligence to cheat people.  Many ponzi 
schemes have come to light since 2008 where billions of dollars have been cheated from innocent 
people. We are continually coming upon athletes who cheat and affluent parents cheating on their 
children’s entrance into college. There is another aspect to all this.  That is the effort that cheaters put 
into acquiring dishonest gain.  Would it not be wonderful if they used all this savvy to do good…and build 
the Kingdom of God?

 

That is what the Lord was speaking about when He told the parable of the cheating or unjust steward.  
Imagine if that man, and if all cheaters who spend so much time and effort devising schemes to commit 
fraud would instead use their intelligence to serve the Kingdom of God.  Imagine what our spiritual lives 
would be like if we used every bit of our intelligence to find ways to live as members of God’s Kingdom? 

 

Many of you, and hopefully I can say, of us, use our wits for the sake of the Kingdom of God.  All the 
energy, knowledge and grace that we have need not be wasted on things that either go nowhere or 
worse…cause damage or promote evil.  Technology today is so often the culprit; it has the potential to 
do good but often is misused.  Today we pray for the grace to always know our potential in doing good 
or doing evil.  May we be honest and respectful of others and to be spiritually savvy.
