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 A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Our readings today speak about perseverance in prayer, which means not giving up, but continuing 
to pray.  In the first reading, the forces of Israel were winning as long as Moses held his hands up. 
This was not magic but an ancient way of praying, and the way many of us pray at times lifting our 
hands up to the Lord.  When Moses let his arms fall, Amalek prevailed. When Moses stopped 
praying, Amalek prevailed.  Moses needed the support of others to persevere in prayer.

 

In the Gospel, the Lord tells a humorous story of an unjust judge and a persistent widow.  “If I don't 
give her what she wants, she’s going to finish me off,” the judge says. The Lord is having a bit of fun 
with us while reminding us that our loving Father will respond to our continual prayers.

 

We have to keep praying especially when, it seems that our prayers are not being heard. The 
problem is that we are used to getting immediate results.  Google gives us immediate answers.  
Prayer is much more by calling upon an infinite God who knew our needs before we were born. Our 
needs will be met, often not in the way we expect, but better than our expectations.

 

The spectrum of our needs truly has no horizon.  Our own well being, the welfare of our loved ones, 
the protection of life, guidance for our Church and Country, global safety, end to war and violence, 
etc., etc… are surmountable.  Confident in God and open to His holy will in prayer, those great 
stresses of our lives will be overtaken in Divine providence. 

 

The tendency to give up in prayer is very real when you are disappointed, or disturbed with its 
results.  Yes, even good living people are jolted by these.  Mother Theresa prayed for an end to the 
poverty and disease she tried to heal in Calcutta… and it seemed to increase more every year to her 
distress.  At times like this, it is good to remind ourselves that the devil wants to make you feel that 
you are not good enough for God, you are alone and that God lied to you. 

 

We counter these by affirming that God has made us good and His mercy is infinitely greater than 

our sins.  We are never alone, for our personal 
experience of God’s presence surrounds us.  
Also, Jesus assures us at the end of Matthew’s 
Gospel:  “Know that I am with you always, to 
the end of the world.”  The third great deception 
of the devil has to be negated.  No, God does 
not lie. The devil is the father of lies. 


Today's readings tell that God will never give up 
on us and we cannot give up on God.  Let us 
support each other in prayer.
