From Scriptureé John 20:19-23,  
Jesus Gives Us The Holy Spirit. 
 In this Gospel, St. John tells of Jesusô appearances to 
his apostles after the Resurrection.  These events were the 
beginning of the birth of the Church. 
 First the apostles were in the upper room with the door 
and windows closed and locked.  Yet Jesus appeared in 
their midst.  After he showed them his wounds they recog-
nized him.  That tells us something about his resurrected 
body.  After Jesus rose from the dead he had a glorified 
body.  He wasnôt limited by the physical world and he  
wasnôt immediately recognized even by those to whom he 
was close.  Thatôs a foretaste of what we can expect when 
we receive our glorified bodies at the end of time. 
 Second, he breathed on the apostles.  Jesus said to them, 
ñWhose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and who sins 
you retain are retained.ò  In Scripture the breath of God 
was symbolic of his Spirit. Jesus was giving them the Holy 
Spirit.  After receiving the Holy Spirit, the apostles were 
given the authority to forgive sins.  That was the establish-
ment of the Sacrament of Penance.

Pentecost: A Significant DayéñAnd suddenly there 
came from the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and 
it filled the entire house in which they wereò (Acts 2:2)

Jesus breathes on his disci-
ples and they receive the Holy Spirit. With that reception 
comes the power to share the Good News of salvation, To-
day, this is no less true for us.
