PROGRAMS ï CURRENT TOPICS 
Marriage Unique for a Reason 

 

    We live in a world of moral relativity; however, morali-
ty is absolute and unchanging.  That which is right and 
good for me is the same for you.  God, the creator of all 
things, is the author of morality.  We must look to Him to 
know what is right and good.  For our benefit, He sent His 
Son that we could better understand the moral life through 
his teachings.  Jesus also instituted the Church to guide 
humanity in living rightly; therefore, we look to Her to 
form our consciences. 
    On morality, Holy Mother Church teaches that:  ñThe 
morality of human acts depends on:  the object chosen; the 
end in view or the intention; [and] the circumstances of the 
actionò (CCC Æ1750).  The four paragraphs that follow 
this unpack these three aspects.  In short, the object is the 
end toward which one moves.  It is an act of the will to 
choose a particular end, but the good of the end is defined 
outside of the person.  Godôs Truth gives us the object/end 
which is right for us to choose.  Contrarily, the intention 
resides within the person acting.  Oneôs intention must be 
good to be a moral act.  One cannot say any act, even an 
evil one, is moral so far as a good end is obtained.  The 
Church states it this way, ñThe end does not justify the 
means.ò  The good of helping a neighbor becomes an im-
moral act if one lies, cheats, or steals to do so.  Circum-
stances cannot change the moral quality of an actð
making an evil act goodðbut can diminish or increase 
oneôs responsibility, i.e. acting out of fear of death. 
    This all is contingent on the acceptance that God defines 
morality and is absolute.  Moral relativity loses ground as 
relationships are brought into the picture.  Morality is the 
same no matter the time, place, or person.  For further 
reading see a wonderful article at www.catholic.com, How 
to Refute Moral Relativism.

 FIRST READING  - 2 Kings 4:8-11,14-16 

One day Elisha came to Shunem, where there was a woman of 
influence, who urged him to dine with her. Afterward, whenever 
he passed by, he used to stop there to dine. So she said to her 
husband, ñI know that Elisha is a holy man of God. Since he 
visits us often, let us arrange a little room on the roof and furnish 
it for him with a bed, table, chair, and lamp, so that when he 
comes to us he can stay there.ò Sometime later Elisha arrived 
and stayed in the room overnight. Later Elisha asked, ñCan 
something be done for her?ò His servant Gehazi answered, ñYes!

 A Sense of the Season 
 
     What do the words Ordinary Time mean?  

Dorothy Day said,  ñThe words óOrdinary 

Timeô in our prayer books put me in a state of 

confusion and irritation.  To me, no time is 

ordinary.ò She was right. The Ordinary in 

ñOrdinary Timeò refers to ordinal-countedð

time, not to a lack of something to celebrate.  

The Roman document, General Norms for the 

Liturgical Year and Calendar, says: ñApart 

from those seasons having their own distinc-

tive character (Advent, Christmas time, Lent, 

Triduum, and Easter time).  33 or 34 weeks 

remain in the yearly cycle that do not cele-

brate a specific aspect of the mystery of 

Christ. Rather, especially on the Sundays, 

they are devoted to the mystery of Christ in all 

its aspects.ò 

     How do we celebrate ñthe mystery of 

Christ in all its aspectsò?  We gather every 

Sunday.  Sunday is our original feast day.  

Christians have gathered every Sundayðday 

of Christôs resurrection, the first day of the 

week-ever since they were Christians. 

     When we gather on Sundays in Ordinary 

Time, as always, we hear the scriptures pro-

claimed.  The church reads straight through 

ñthe gospel of the year,ò either Matthew, 

Mark, or Luke, each week often picking up 

where we left off last week. (We read John 

during Lent and Easter, and on feasts.)  The 

first readings, from the first testament of the 

Bible, have been chosen for their relationship 

to the gospel passages.  Many voices are 

heard throughout summer Ordinary Time.  

We also read through some of the letters of 

the second testament of the Bible.  The mys-

tery of Christ ñin all its aspectsò unfolds.   

     What is the heart of our Sunday celebra-

tion?  We do our Eucharist; that is we do our 

thanksgiving.  We praise and thank God for 

all creation; we pray for the whole world, as 

we remember Christôs life, death, and resur-

rection.  We share the bread and wine, the 

body and blood.  We are sent forth to be the 

body and blood of Christ in our homes, our 

workplaces, our neighborhoods, our towns, 

our cities, our country, our world. 

     ñWhat happens in our churches every Sun-

day is the fruit of our week.  What happens as 

the fruit of the week past is the beginning of 

the week to come.  Sunday is simultaneously 

a point of arrival and departure for Christians 

on their way to the fullness of the kingdom.  

This is not ordinary at all. This is the fabric of 

Christian living.ò
