Feasibility Study

As you know from the recent articles in the bulletin and from the
drawings that are displayed in the church and around our campus, our
parish is evaluating the feasibility of undertaking a capital campaign to

raise funds to renovate the church and build a new 2-story school

building. Over the past few weeks, Guidance in Giving, a leading
fundraising consulting firm that serves Catholic parishes across the
United States, has been conducting a feasibility study that has included
surveys and personal interviews with parishioners and school parents.

Participation, both in the interviews and in the return of the surveys,

has exceeded our expectations. As of today, 43 interviews have been

conducted and 373 surveys have been returned. Thank you to all that
participated and we ask that everyone continue to pray as we develop a
plan that will address our current needs as well as anticipate the future

growth of our parish. After Holy Week, Easter and Confirmation, the

results of the feasibility study will be presented at Mass,
in the bulletin, through e-blasts and on the website.
Thank you again for your participation and most especially
for the prayers for your parish and school.
