Dear Sacred Heart Family,

This Sunday, we begin with Catholics across St. Mary’s County the preparation for October 13, the 100" Anniversary
of the great Miracle of the Sun and the last appearance of Mary to three children in Fatima, Portugal. On October 13t we
are invited as Catholic Christians to renew our dedication to Jesus Christ by offering ourselves completely to Him through
Mary. The main purpose of this consecration is to renew the promises made in our baptism, when we first became
Christian, to accept Jesus’ gift of eternal life by rejecting sin and professing our faith in the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
Practically speaking, this means accepting Jesus not just as our Savior but also as our Friend. Deepening friendship with
Jesus is how we dedicate ourselves to Him through Mary. There is a wonderful prayer written by St. Colombiere called
“‘Jesus, My True Friend.” May it be helpful to you as you begin this time of preparation.

My Jesus, you are my true friend, my only friend. You take part in all my misfortunes; you know how to change them
into blessings. You listen to me with the greatest kindness when | tell you all my troubles, and you always have something
with which to heal my wounds. | find you at any time of the day or night for | find you wherever | happen to be; you never
leave me. If | change my dwelling place | find you wherever | go; you never weary of listening to me; you are never tired of
doing me good. | am certain of being loved by you, if | but love you. My worldly goods are of no value to you, but by
bestowing yours on me, you never grow poorer. However miserable | may be, no one more noble or cleverer or even
holier can come between you and me and deprive me of your friendship; And death, which tears us away from all other
friends, will unite me forever to you. All the humiliations attached to old age or the loss of honor will never detach you from
me; On the contrary | shall never enjoy you more fully and you will never be closer to me, than when everything seems to
conspire against me to overwhelm me, and cast me down. You bear with all my faults with extreme patience, and even
my want of fidelity and my ingratitude do not wound you to such a degree as to make you unwilling to receive me back
when | return to you. O Jesus, Grant that | may die loving you, that | may die for the love of you.
