DRINK DEEPLY—Our responsorial psalm for this 32™ Sunday in ordinary time was written by King David himself after fleeing from
his son Absalom whose intention was to assassinate David and claim the throne for himself. David fled to the “wilderness of
Judah” which may not be what we consider a wilderness. David retreated to a dry sea of sand, desolate, and sprinkled with caves,
here and there. This is where he hid from the stalking dagger of his intended assailant, his own flesh and blood. What are the
words that first escape from the parched and chapped lips of David? “O God, you are my God” (Psalm 63:2). He cries out to the
one true God, that he is not only the God of all, but MY God. Next, he exclaims that it is “my God whom | seek; for you my flesh
pines and my soul thirsts like the earth, parched, lifeless, and without water.” Surrounded by this barren wasteland that almost
never sees the hint of a rainstorm is how David so desires to be refreshed by the one true God. It is so easy for us to bless and
praise God on a Sunday morning, but quite more difficult on a Wednesday afternoon after hearing the diagnosis or saying our final
goodbyes to a loved one. This is the wilderness of our lives, the rocky crevices in which are hidden those trials and temptations
which appear to be the assailants of our happiness and contentment. But what we need to remember is that sometimes it is a
good thing to feel His absence, for that is when we know that indeed God has touched our lives because we thirst for that intimate
relationship once again. These mid-week tribulations are occasions for us to reach out and re-establish our connection with Him.
The reading of Scripture is the best place to start. It is said that Psalms such as this one are like a soothing balm that can begin to
heal all wounds. Let these words become ours and sink deeply within our being. If we only read the printed text and not allow
ourselves to enter into a personal relationship, we become robbed of what we really need to flourish and have the abundant life
that He promised us. The Psalms are not just poems or songs but are instruments to help us gain an intimate and satisfied
knowledge of God, our good Father. Let us pick up and take a long deep drink from today’s responsorial Psalm, allowing the words
to flow from the tender depths of our hearts. Make the Psalms our own cry and petition as we are comforted knowing that “you
are my help, and in the shadow of your wings | shout for joy!” (Psalm 63:8)
