Christmas Carols versus Christmas Songs—pPull up the iTunes top 100 Christmas song list of 2020 and you will have to
scroll down to number 14 before a song arrives that has a “Christian” theme that mentions the birth of the Savior. For those that
still listen to old school radio, there are several stations that offer 24/7 Christmas songs. If for some reason Amazon does not have
what you need (whoa!) and you find yourself in a brick and mortar store, chances are there will be “carols” galore over the sound
system. When and where did those first carols appear in our history? The oldest Christmas song in the world was composed and
sung around 350 AD and was titled Jesus, Light of all Nations by St. Hilary of Poitiers in France, however, it is rarely sung or
performed today. The Friendly Beasts was written in the 12" century and is still regularly sung today, even performed by Burl Ives
and Garth Brooks. Most of our “classic” carols or the popular ones have a more recent appearance in the 18" 19™ and 20™
Century. As the years move further away from that first Christmas morning, the less Christ is mentioned in the songs and carols is
what determines the songs that top the charts. There is not much theological meat in “Santa Baby”, “Jingle Bell Rock”, “Take Me
Home for Christmas” or “Last Christmas”. These songs may get us into the holiday, but they do little to get us focused on the Holy
Day. For a song to be rightly considered a true Christmas carol, it should reveal truths of the incarnation in a beautiful way that lifts
our hearts and minds to contemplate this great and magnificent event of all history. In O little Town of Bethlehem, we hear how
the “hopes and fears of all the years” converge on this little hamlet. The “angels keep their watch” and “sing praises to God the
King”. In verse 3, we “hear how silently the wondrous gift is given” when “the dear Christ enters in”. In the last verse, we implore
that the “holy Child of Bethlehem descends to us...to cast out our sin and enter in” our very souls. In the mid 1800’s, O Holy Night
was written and composed and has become a beautiful jewel of the Christmas season. The first verse stirs up our souls and
reminds us that “long lay the world in sin and error” until “He appeared, and the soul (my soul) felt its worth”. From this moment
in time “the weary world rejoices” for behold comes “a new and glorious morn”. | think we can all agree how weary 2020 has
made all of us. But the weight of sin and error can place upon us burdens that we are unable to lift and bear on our own. It was
that hour of His birth that began our release from the bonds of sin and death and culminated in our Salvation through the Pascal
mystery and resurrection. That is why the song bids us to “fall on your knees! And hear the angel voices” because this night is now
the Divine night when Christ was born. Christmas carols that celebrate the most defining moment in history may not be in the top
20, but many will still recognize and sing along with the tune even if they do not understand or believe the truths they contain.
That is why it is imperative that we evangelize through our playing of true carols in our cars, at work, and even in the home. lItis a
simple and effective way to share the good news, and what GOOD NEWS it is that we should go out and tell it on the mountain (or
in the grocery store) that Jesus Christ is born! 1
