What’s in a Name? — Peter said “...by the name of Jesus Christ...this man standing before you is well. And there is salvation in no
one else, for there is no other name under heaven...by which we must be saved!” (Acts 4:10, 12). The name of Jesus is the central
character in the most widely read book in all of history, the Bible. His name has inspired countless numbers of books, homilies,
prayers, and movies through 2000 years. His name brings hope, blessings, and healing to his followers. His name has brought
unity and division, peace, and conflict amongst nations and within families. There is no other name that can silence a gathering,
sometimes due to reverence, but oftentimes out of an awkwardness brought about by the conviction of what the name signifies.
In the Holy Scriptures, a name signifies something about that person to whom it is given. Abraham is the “father of many nations”.
Moses was “taken from the water”. Mary means “beloved”, and Peter is “the rock”. Even today, for those who are parents, the
name Mom or Dad beholds a meaning that stirs a whole host of emotions. There are many titles ascribed to our dearest Lord: Son
of God, Word of God, Lamb of God, Good Shepherd, King of Kings, and numerous other examples. But the one name that contains
everything is the name He received when entering the world and taking on our flesh: JESUS. The name itself means what it says,
“God saves” or “God rescues”. The name of Jesus reminds us of what God has done and is doing at this moment in each of our
lives. Jesus is the name God has given to His beloved Son so as not to intimidate us, but to allow us to become more intimate with
Him. When that name pours forth from our hearts and is released from our lips, His presence becomes a reality in a way like no
other. How can this one name change everything about how my life is lived each day? First, we anchor our faith on the
encouragement of Saint John who reminds us that we live a Christ like life when we “believe in the name of His Son, Jesus Christ,
and love one another, just as He has commanded us” (1 John 3:23). Second, we restore to the world around us and within
ourselves the reverence due to this Most Holy Name. Saint Paul instructs the church “that at the name of Jesus every knee should
bow, in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord!” (Philippians 2:10-12).
This name should impel me to bow the knee of my heart every time it crosses my lips or enters my ears, whether under the roof of
Saint Mary’s in Freeport or within the marketplace or around the dinner table surrounded by those most dear to me. Third, we
transform our work and leisure into a holy and sacred act when “whatever you do in word and deed, do everything in the name of
the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him” (Colossians 3:16). Whether | am bagging groceries, paving a road, or
stitching closed a wound, when done in the sacred name of Jesus, it becomes a sacred aromatic offering that rises to heaven, giving
God the glory because He “saves and rescues” just as the name reminds us. Call to mind 2 Thessalonians 1:12, “the name...is
glorified in you and you in Him” as you go about your life each day. Saint Peter pulls no punches, and with conviction, calls out his
listeners when he exclaims, “He (the name of Jesus) is the stone rejected by you...has become the cornerstone. There is...no other
name under heaven given to the human race by which we are to be saved” (Acts 4:12). May the most holy, most sacred, most
adorable Name of Jesus be praised, adored and loved with grateful affection at every moment in all my actions and words, even
until the end of time. Amen! Alleluia! t
