We are now beginning our 35h week of being back at Mass together ð Since May 18 2020, we've hosted approximate-
ly 378 Masses total. That's a lot of Masses. We have had zero incidents of community transmission of coronavirus. There 
is no such thing as a zero risk environment ð there never has been ð but our common sense approach to staying healthy 
and safe is working just fine. Thank you all for continuing to respect each other, particularly by staying home when you 
are feeling ill. We have also had our PSR in-person since the 1st week of September with no incidents and have now made 
it through the entire semester. 

Take a look at that number one more time. That's more than a full year of attending a Mass every single day. 

The archdiocese has asked me to post my medical exemption to the bulletin. Although this brings up for me serious 
concerns about medical privacy and the kind of precedent this sets, I am willing to do so. Because my doctor provided 
this note to me not envisioning that it would be necessary to share it in a public forum, I've censored his personal infor-
mation. If you would like to see the un-redacted copy, you can come by my office and I will show it to you. 

 
 
 

 
A few notes about this exemption 

¶ The exemption falls within the guidelines of the City of Saint Louis emergency health directives. This is 100% al-
lowed by the city guidelines. 

¶ I have been using this exemption the entire time and ð I don't know how to make this more clear ð we have had 
zero transmissions in this parish of respiratory illnesses. 

¶ I have made every attempt to provide additional options for the distribution of Holy Communion. 

¶ Epiphany parish will not violate the St. Louis city health guidelines and deny this exemption for any parishioner 
who needs to use it. We will not unjustly discriminate against parishioners on the basis of medical conditions. I will 
not ban people from Mass against the advice of the current health guidelines.
