By the time you read this, I will be in Belize. 
Hopefully I will have not injured myself yet. 
Please pray for me and my safety. Let’s just 
say I am not the most handy person that ever 
lived. I have travelled out of the country many 
times, but never for a mission trip. I have 
done lots of mission trips within the United 

States, but never abroad. Please pray for me and the whole 
crew from the Tri-parish. 
 
As you may have noticed, I am gone this weekend. Next 
weekend I will still be gone for the Saturday evening Mass, 
but I’ll be back for the Sunday morning Mass. 
 
This weekend we have the call of the Apostles Peter 
(Simon), James, and John. Jesus takes over a fishing boat in 
order that He might use it to speak to the crowds. Jesus was 
already so popular that the crowds were too big just to stand 
and speak to. So He would often get in a boat so that He 
was a little higher up and could address a larger crowd on 
the shore. After speaking to the people, Jesus asks Peter to 
take the boat out further and put down the nets. Peter ex-
plains that they had done so all night long and caught noth-
ing. However, Peter obeys Jesus and they catch so many 
fish that their nets begin to tear. They got another boat to join 
them and they filled the boats with so many fish, the boats 
were in danger of sinking. Life is always more abundant with 
Jesus. 
 
After this event, Jesus tells Peter, James, and John to not be 
afraid. From that point on they were going to be catching 
people. It is not easy to share the Gospel with someone. Our 
society says that religion is not a subject one should speak 
about in public. Our society says that religion is just a matter 
of opinion. However, as Catholics we believe that Jesus real-
ly did live, die, and rise from the dead. Jesus really did start 
a Church founded on the person of Peter and his succes-
sors, the popes. We believe, we know that the Catholic 
Christian Church has sinful members, even sinful leaders, 
but still contains the fullness of truth. It is good to know the 
truth than to not know the truth. We believe and know that 
everyone will be Catholic once they die. It is not like the Bud-
dhists go to Buddha heaven. Some Lutherans and Presby-
ters (and Catholics) will end up in Purgatory. Jesus tells us to 
not be afraid; that we are called to catch men, to invite them 
to a relationship with Jesus Christ, the Second Person of the 
Trinity. We believe and know that this is what is best for eve-
ry single human being. We all want to be happy. Jesus is the 
path to happiness. Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.

Simon Peter, the fisherman, is the first to be called personally by Jesus in 
Luke’s Gospel. 
His calling resembles Isaiah’s commissioning in the First Reading: Confronted 
with the holiness of the Lord, both Peter and Isaiah are overwhelmed by a 
sense of their own sinfulness and inadequacy. Yet each experiences the 
Lord’s forgiveness and is sent to preach the good news of His mercy to the 
world. 
No one is “fit to be called an apostle,” Paul recognizes in today’s Epistle. But 
by “the grace of God,” even a persecutor of the Church—as Paul once was—
can be lifted up for the Lord’s service. 
In the Old Testament, humanity was unfit for the divine—no man could stand 
in God’s presence and live (see Exodus 33:20). But in Jesus, we’re made 
able to speak with Him face-to-face, to taste His Word on our tongue. 
Today’s scene from Isaiah is recalled in every Mass. Before reading the    
Gospel, the priest silently asks God to cleanse his lips that he might worthily 
proclaim His Word. 
God’s Word comes to us as it came to Peter, Paul, Isaiah, and today’s Psalm-
ist—as a personal call to leave everything and follow Him, to surrender our 
weaknesses in order to be filled with His strength. 
Simon put out into deep waters even though, as a professional fisherman, he 
knew it would be foolhardy to expect to catch anything. In humbling himself 
before the Lord’s command, he was exalted—his nets filled to overflowing; 
later, as Paul tells us, he will become the first to see the risen Lord. 
Jesus has made us worthy to receive Him in the company of angels in God’s 
holy Temple. On our knees like Peter, with the humility of David in today’s 
Psalm, we thank Him with all our hearts and join in the unending hymn that 
Isaiah heard around God’s altar: “Holy, holy, holy . . .” (see also Revelation 
4:8). 

   CANDLES                                                                                      
 What is the symbolism and significance                 
             of candles in our worship?                                                                           
“I am the light of the world; he who follows me 
will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of 
life,” (John 8:12).  A lamp or candle is a symbol of 
Christ, God’s presence among us.  Yet it is still more.  Christ 
came not just to light our way, but to give us his light as our 
own.  When Jesus revealed himself as the light of the world to 
his followers, he also said, “You are the light of the 
world,” (Matthew 5:14). So closely are Christians identified with 
Christ that we come, through illumination, to be lights our-
selves.  We are partakers of the divine light (2 Peter 1:4).  By 
grace, it becomes our nature too!  This little light of mine, I’m 
gonna let it shine!  St. Jerome said, “Whenever the Gospel is to 
be read, the candles are lighted.”  Under the figure of material 
light, God’s  light is represented.  “Your word is a lamp unto my 
feet, O Lord, and a light unto my path.” (Psalm 119:105)  That 
light is Christ.  And by God’s gift of grace it is his saints too.  It’s 
you and it’s me.
