In our first reading today from the Prophet Amos, the Lord seriously warns against getting complacent in
our lives of faith because it can lead us to losing our soul, And then he follows it up in our Gospel by telling a story
of the rich man and Lazarus and how that complacency can play out in one’s life. As our readings indicate, com-
placency often manifests through sins of omission. Often sins of omission do not occur with full knowledge or
even with deliberate consent but rather out of carelessness and self-centeredness which blinds a person to his
neighbors’ need. Let us always remember that sharing our resources with those in need is the criterion of the
Last Judgment. Can we get complacent and too comfortable in our lives? Yes, we can. If we are no longer sensi-
tive to other's trials, tribulations, and needs, then we have become complacent.
