Dear Parishioners, 
 

Today marks the beginning of National Vocations Awareness Week, 

which is an annual week-long celebration of the Catholic Church in 

the United States dedicated to promoting vocations to the priesthood, 

diaconate, and consecrated life through prayer and education. While 

we have been blessed with many young men in our diocese who are 

currently in seminary formation for the priesthood, it is important for 

us to also pray for any individual who is discerning a call to the         

consecrated religious life or the diaconate.  
 

For those young men who are currently in seminary formation for the 

priesthood, the impact of our prayers and support for them is not only 

needed as they take the initial first step, but our prayers and support 

are needed all the more during their time of formation. The Church in 

her wisdom and love for the people of God takes very seriously the 

need for seminary formation to be intensive and thorough. As a    

result, the perseverance needed to complete the seven to nine years 

required for a man to be properly prepared for priestly ordination is 

only possible through the grace and providence of God. Your prayerful 

support for our seminarians is vital. 
 

Finally, allow me to end with a few practical ways you as families can 

help foster vocations in your homes and our parish: 
 

Prayer ñ Encourage and establish a solid and consistent prayer life of 

attending Mass on Sundays and Holy Days, reading scripture,       

receiving the Sacrament of Confession and spending time with Jesus 

in front of the Blessed Sacrament. 
 

Talk about Vocations ñ Speak openly about vocations to marriage, 

priesthood, and religious life.  When children of any age speak about 

their dream jobs or careers, encourage young people to use language 

such as òWhatever God wantsó rather than òWhen I grow up, I want 

toéó 
 

Speak well ñ One of the easiest and surest ways to discourage       

vocations in your home is to be vocally critical about popes, bishops, 

priests, and teachers in front of your children. 
 

Open Attitude ñ Have an open attitude if your child or grandchild   

expresses interest in the priesthood or religious life.  If youõre        

apprehensive, trust in Godõs plan.  If youõre excited, donõt push too 

hard. The best response is your love and support.  A simple, 

òWhatever God wants, is what I want tooó is often the best way to 

respond.  To be a parent or grandparent of a priest or consecrated 

religious is a vocation itself within your own personal vocation.  God 

will provide you the grace you need.
