Quick Question 
 
After his death and resurrection, how is Jesus able to live on in his Church?  
  
Answer 
  

In coming to save mankind, Jesus took on an imperfect human nature at the Incar-
nation, which he perfected through his one sacrifice of Calvary, which encompasses his 
passion, death, resurrection and ascension.  To be clear, Jesus didnõt taken on a sinful hu-
man nature at his Incarnation, but he did take on a human nature capable of being perfect-
ed, which he achieved through his paschal sacrifice. This is what Scripture means when it 
says that Jesus became perfect through suffering in becoming the source of eternal salva-
tion. 

After the Resurrection, Jesus tells his apostles that he will always be with them. He 
does this most wondrously through the sacraments in general and the celebration of the 
Eucharist in particular, providing his eternal lifeðgiving Body and Blood, which we cele-
brate in remembrance of him at every Mass.  

He further signals this to the two disciples on the road to Emmaus on the day of 
his resurrection in òthe breaking of the bread,ó a term in the early Church for the celebra-
tion of the Eucharist.  Although Jesus vanishes from the two disciplesõ sight, he remains 
with them in the Eucharistic bread, calling them to a greater faith and trust. 
In short, Jesus more powerfully lives on his Church after his resurrection than before. 
Through partaking of the Eucharist, we the faithful, though many, are one in him
