For the foot washing, pastors are encouraged to
choose people who represent the variety and unity
of every part of the People of God, including
men/women, young/old, healthy/sick, clerics,
consecrated persons and laypeople. While this
decision primarily serves to reinforce existing
liturgical practices in the diocese, pastors are
reminded to “...instruct adequately both the chosen
faithful and others, so all may participate in the rite
consciously, actively and fruitfully.”

It is suggested that county health department
personnel be used as a resource to make informed
decisions in this regard.

FACULTY To CONFIRM

The question of who possesses faculties to confirm
can be confusing (Canon 883). By the law itself, a
priest may lawfully confirm in virtue of office or
mandate when:

¢ He baptizes an adult.

e He receives a previously baptized non-Catholic
into full communion.

e He readmits into full communion a previously
baptized Catholic who apostatized from the faith.
e He readmits into full communion a previously
baptized Catholic who through no personal fault
was instructed in or adhered to a non-Catholic
religion.

¢ He confirms a baptized Catholic in danger of
death.

A priest must, however, request the faculty to
confirm a baptized Catholic if this person:

¢ Was baptized (Catholic) before the use of reason
and un-catechized.

¢ Never belonged to another church.

e Never apostatized from the faith.

o Never left the church.

In the situations stated, the priest must request in
writing, the faculty to confirm from Bishop James
Powers to facilitate the above process.
