FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

 

“The existence of God the Creator can be known with cer-

tainty…even if this knowledge is often obscured and disfig-

ured by error.” (CCC 285)�

�

There are many things we cannot know about God the Cre-

ator.  But, that fact should not disturb us.  If we knew all 

that there is to know about Him, then He would not be the 

transcendent, almighty God we believe Him to be.  But, we 

can know one thing for sure: He is Creator.  As the First 

Vatican Council affirmed for us, our reason makes this 

clear.�

�

Still, the mysterious “stuff” can cause us grief: “How did 

God create everything out of nothing?”  “How can God be 

both outside the universe and yet still be involved in the 

universe?”  “We say that God cares for the things He creat-

ed and keeps them all in existence, but why does He do 

that?”  Many questions like these linger in our minds.�

�

Which is why the Catechism says, along with its affirma-

tion that we can know God “with certainty” using our rea-

son, “Faith comes to confirm and enlighten reason in the 

correct understanding of this truth.”  Creation, then, is not 

just an exercise of reason and science, which we have al-

ready said is true and good, but also an exercise of faith and 

acceptance.�

�

We noted this idea two weeks ago when we saw that reason 

has limitations.  It can be “in error,” either because it does 

not have all the facts or does not see those facts fully.  

Faith, then, as a source of valid knowledge, comes in, con-

firms, and complements the info about the Creator we have 

received through the senses.  It is an effective one�two 

punch.�

�

God so blesses us by giving us both our reason and our 

faith for knowing and understanding Him.  These two 

means fill us with confidence in the existence of our Crea-

tor.  Having confidence in Him, then, leads us further into 

understanding creation itself and, subsequently, our journey 

to salvation.  Even if we cannot know everything.�

CAN WE CHEW GUM AT MASS?  

 

Question:  

Does chewing gum break the fast before Communion?  

 

Answer:    

If you look in Canon Law or in the Catechism, there is 

no mention of chewing gum. I guess it does not rate the 

attention of the universal church! The Church requires 

us to fast for one hour before we receive the Eucharist. 

Basically, we are to refrain from food and drink, not in-

cluding water or medicine. There are also exceptions for 

people who are ill. Overall, the fast is intended for us to 

prepare ourselves to receive the Eucharist and in some 

small way to literally as well as spiritually hunger for 

what we are about to receive. Chewing gum, while not 

really food, does at least break the spirit of the fast. Be-

sides that, it is a distraction and rude. What do you do 

with the gum when it is time to receive Communion? 

People have actually come to the altar chewing away, 

oblivious to what they were doing or Who they were 

receiving. At best, it is distracting and irreverent. At 

worst, it adds a barrier to giving our best to receiving 

God's best.
