Trigésimo-tercer Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario 
Bueno, hicimos lo mejor que pudimos.  Nos mantuvi-
mos fieles a la iglesia en donde fuimos bautizados.  Nos 
integramos a los grupos y tomamos las clases de escri-
tura.  Tendimos una mano a los necesitados.  Servimos 
en el consejo parroquial.  Pero, ¿quien va tomar nues-
tro lugar?  ¿A dónde se fueron las generaciones más 
jóvenes?  ¿Cómo fue que se marcharon dos generacio-
nes de gente joven sin que ni siquiera nos diésemos 
cuenta?   
Recientemente asistí a una misión parroquial dirigida 
por la Dra. Eileen Burke-Sullivan.  Hablamos de la nos-
talgia que sentimos al recordar las abarrotadas iglesias 
de los años cincuentas y sesentas- y le confesé que to-

Well, we did the best we could. We stayed faithful to 
the Church into which we were baptized. We joined 
groups and took scripture classes. We extended our 
arms to the needy. We served on Parish Council. 
Butφahemφwho is going to take our place? Where 
did the younger generations go? How did two gener-
ations of young people just leave without our really 
noticing? 
I recently attended a parish mission led by Dr. Eileen 
Burke-Sullivan. Talking about our nostalgia for the 
bulging churches of the fifties and early sixtiesφand I 
confess that I still long for what I remember as the 
vibrant Church of those daysφshe said (and IΩm para-
phrasing), άEven if we could somehow go back to 
those days right now we wouldnΩt find Jesus there. 
He is where we are, and we donΩt live there anymore. 
We are alive today, in нлмтΦέ  
Somehow, despite our best effortsφor maybe some 
lukewarm effortsφthe investments that we made 
with the άtalentsέ given us to pass on a robust and 
vital Church have not made a very impressive return. 
Recall what St. John Paull II said on the subject: ²Ŝ

Unlike the Master who left on a journey, Jesus never 
left us. But he did entrust his Church to us. Yes, the 
culture that used to carry the faith is gone. But do we 
really believe that Christ canΩt heal and save and 
draw people to himself in 2017? This is the age in 
which we live. But Jesus Christ is Lord from age to 
age. ThatΩs a truth none of us must bury in the 
ground.
