COVID-19  (It gets its own section!)  

Classrooms/Class Sizes –  

 Rooms have been measured to ensure that students have 3feet area around them 

 There will be one section per grade  

 There are two catechists per grade who will co-teach 

 Spaced utilizes will be 4 rooms, dining rooms split in two and gym split in two  

 *We anticipate combining grades 7 and 8 due to the low numbers in 8th grade.   Curriculum for 7th grade   

  students will be adjusted next year to ensure Diocesan objectives are met.  

COVID-19 Protocols –  

 Mask will be required unless there is a time we are outside and/or able to social distance 6 feet or more.  

 We ask that all utilize hand sanitizer as they enter the building, or clean hands in the restroom. Hand sanitizer 

    will be available in each classroom area.  

 As has always been the case, if your child is ill please keep them at home.  

 What happens if someone from Faith Formation tests positive for COVID-19?  

  We will follow Webster County Health’s guidance in handling such matters and assist them in  

  contact tracing if necessary.
