While some might question the signifi-

cance of the Sacrament of Reconciliation
— especially in the case of children who
might not fully understand the reality of

In the end, the
celebration of these two sacraments
marks important moments in the spiritual
journeys of children and we hope their
“First Confession” and “First Communion”
help instill in them a love of the sacra-
ments of the Church.
