Our Gospel 

reading today 

comes from John 

12:20-33.  In it we 

read that some 

Greeks, who had 

come to worship 

at the Passover 

Feast, came to Philip with the request, “Sir, we would 
like to see Jesus.”  You might wonder why they 

wanted to see Jesus.  Did they have questions for 

Him?  Were they nervous about their potential 

encounter with Him?  When they did meet Him, did 

they blurt out something embarrassing? 

 

The Gospel account does not give us any details of 

what happened when they did meet Jesus.  But the 

request itself of the Greeks might lead us to think 

about who you would like to meet, if you had the 

chance. Would it be your favorite celebrity?  If you 

could spend an evening hanging out with such a 

celebrity, who would it be?  How would you react 

when the opportunity arose? 

 

The request of the Greeks, “We want to see Jesus,” 
seems to indicate that they wanted to experience Him 

for themselves.  A second-hand report was not 

enough. 

 

One of the reasons we gather every Sunday for Mass 

is that we want to be in His presence.  We want to be 

encouraged by His Word and strengthened by His 

Real Presence in Holy Communion, in anticipation of 

one day meeting Him face to face.
