The most common
reason for making an Act of Spiritual Communion is when a
person cannot attend Mass. Acts of Spiritual Communion
increase our desire to receive sacramental Communion and
help us avoid the sins that would make us unable to receive
Holy Communion worthily.

June 5th began Phase Il of the Government re-opening mandate.
Our Adoration Chapel was opened under Phase |, beginning on May
27th, but only to committed Adorers, due to the very limited
occupancy restrictions and social distancing requirements as
directed by the Louisiana Fire Marshal Office. We are grateful to all
our committed Adorers in helping re-open.

Phase Il increases our occupancy from 4 persons to 8 persons
with 6ft social distancing. Those not committed to a Eucharistic
Holy Hour will now be allowed into the Adoration Chapel, so long as
no more than 8 persons are in the main chapel at any given time and
6ft social distancing is maintained. Preference will always be given
first to the committed Adorer should occupancy be above 8.
Additionally, the Chapel will now require a new access code to enter
24/7. Under no circumstance is the lock code to be given out.
Anyone is welcome to have access but first needs to acquire the
new code from the coordinator, Gloria Matte at 658-3759. Gloria will
be happy to share information on attending Adoration during CoVid-
19 as well as sharing the hours that have additional seating.
