Sunday have a political side to them. In the reading from the Prophet Isaiah we are introduced to the ruler Cyrus. Cyrus has
defeated the Babylonians militarily. In a wise political move he has decided to set free the people whom the Babylonians had
captured by allowing them to return to their native country. The Jews are among those set free. The Prophet Isaiah announces
that the Lord has designated Cyrus as the one who p
who does the will of the Lord perhaps without even
In the Gospel passage we see the Lord Jesus being placed in a very difficult situation both theologically and politically. When
asked to choose between God and the government, Jesus states:i Then r epay t o Caesar what
what bel onTgedordJesus akesla.cléar distinction between the Kingdom of God and earthly government. The
Lord will go on to say that believers are in the world but not of it. We have the duty to live as faithful citizens but also know-
ing that our true homeland is in heaven, the country of eternal life.

They say that politics and religion are topics which should not be discussed in public. We would say, on the contrary, we
should bring God into our world and not exclude Him from our lives. The exclusion of God is what is happening in our world
today at a rapid pace. As a result of secularism the guidance which comes from the Scriptures and moral law is insignificant
in our society. The exclusion of God from society has resulted in assaults against the sanctity of human life, such as abortion,
euthanasia, capital punishment, and physician assisted suicide. The sacred ordinance of marriage between one man and one
woman, as instituted by God, has been redefined by governments but not by God! There are many more areas in our world of
which we can speak that harm our society making us
Election Day will soon be here and we will have the right to cast our vote for the important office of President of the United
States as well as other offices in our state and neighborhood. The Church never instructs us in how we should vote but only
reminds us of how important it is to bring our Catholic faith with us into the voting booth. We are bound to cast our vote for
those who will promote the virtues and characteristics of the Kingdom of God as proclaimed by our Savior Jesus Christ.

October 22—Patroness of Veroli

ST. SALOME, whose name in Hebrew evokes prosperity and peace and corresponds
to the Greek Irene, is thought to be a sister or cousin of Mary, the Mother of Jesus, men-
tioned by St. John as being one of the three women standing at the foot of the Cross. St.
Mark calls this woman Salome and St. Mail 4
sons of Zebedee. 0 i

Mark also mentions her as one of the same three as they came to anoint the body of
Jesus in the tomb early on Easter morning.

It was this holy woman who asked Jesus to give her two sons, James and John, a place
of honor in His Kingdom. In His reply, Jesus addressed the two Apostles and lovingly
directed them to the life of sacrifice, abnegation, and imitation of His sufferings. Their
reward would come beyond the boundaries of time.

She is venerated as Patroness of the Church of Veroli, Italy, to which city an ancient
tradition says she came, with two companions called Blasé and Demetrius, and pro- {
claimed the Faith. Then at an advanced age she closed out her days in peace there,
while her two companions bore witness to the Faith with their lives.

Through the intercession of St. Salome, grant that we may so live as
not to be deprived of Your glory. Amen.
