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m‘ FROM THE
Wz PASTOR
My dear parishioners,

We step out of Ordinary Time this Sunday to celebrate the Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This
feast has greater dignity than the 20™ Sunday in Ordinary Time, which we would observe today, so we remember the As-
sumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary into heaven, both body and soul. In the Eastern Churches this feast is most commonly
called the Dormition of the Most Holy Theotokos, or the Falling Asleep of the Mother of God. In both East and West the be-
lief is that when the course of her life here on earth was finished the Mother of Christ our Lord was taken into heaven.

This belief is not testified to in the Bible but it is present within Sacred Tradition. Both Catholic and Orthodox Churches hold
Sacred Tradition and the Holy Scriptures to be the Ppqual
Holy Gospels and the codification of the New Testament. Belief in the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary into heaven is
witnessed to in the Church’s early hymns and prayerps. Sh
was given eternal life by the One to whom she had given life.

When on pilgrimage to the Holy City of Jerusalem there are two tombs which are empty. The first is the holy tomb of Christ
our God who rose from the dead. His Holy Resurrection is the foundation of our faith and our hope for eternal life. This
empty tomb is found within the Church of the Holy Sepulcher (also known as the Church of the Holy Resurrection) which
also contains Calvary where Christ died for our sins. The second empty tomb is to be found on the slope of the Mount of Ol-
ives near the Kidron Valley. There in a church built in the Fourth Century by Saint Helen is located the tomb which once
housed the body of the Mother of God.

According to one tradition, when the Blessed Virgin Mary had closed her eyes to this life she was buried in the tomb by the
Apostles who were summoned to Jerusalem in her final hours. All were present except the Apostle Thomas who when he
arrived | ate asked that he view the body of the Lorgd’'s M
was not present but in its place were found fresh flowers. In many Catholic countries flowers are blessed on this day to recall
this event.

For Roman Catholics the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary was proclaimed as a Dogma of the Church in 1950 by Pope
Pius XII. This means that it is an infallible teaching which is the faith of those in union with the Universal Church. This sum-

ST. LOUIS, King of France
August 25 — Patron of Tertiaries

ST. LOUIS, the ninth of his name, was born at Poissy, France, in 1214. His father was Louis VIII, and his mother was
Blanche, daughter of Alfonso VIII of Castile. At the age of twelve he lost his father and his mother became regent of King-
dom. From his tenderest infancy she had inspired him with a love for holy things.

In 1234, he married Margaret, the virtuous daughter of Raymond Berenger, Count of Provence, and two years later he took
the reins of government into his own hands. In 1238, he headed a crusade, in which he fell a prisoner among the Mohamme-
dans, but a truce was concluded and he was set free and he returned to France. In 1267, he again set out for the East at the
head of a crusade, but he never again beheld his native land. In 1270, he was stricken by the pestilence at the siege of Tunis,
and after receiving the Last Sacraments, he died.

PRAYER God, You transferred St. Louis from the cares of an earthly throne to the glory of the heavenly Kingdom.| Grant,
through his intercession, that we may seek Your eternal Kingdom by carrying out our earthly duties.
