Eucharistic Adoration is a practice in the Roman 
Catholic and Anglo-Catholic Church in which 
the Blessed Sacrament is adored by the faithful. This 
practice may occur either when the Eucharist is ex-
posed, or when it is not publicly viewable because it 
is reserved in a place such as a church tabernacle.  

Rosary:  The Scriptural Rosary 
 

The Rosary is a deeply meditative 
prayer.  Each mystery recalls an 
event in the life of Jesus or His Moth-
er.  A wonderful way to meditate 
more deeply on the mysteries is by 
reflecting on the Scripture.  This can 

be done with the Scriptural rosary. 
 

Here’s how it works:  before each Hail Mary that corre-
sponds with the mystery upon which you are meditating, 
you read or say a passage of Scripture.  Each Scripture 
passage is short-usually just one or two verses or even part 
of a verse.  Since there are ten Hail Marys for each mys-
tery, you will read 10 passages of Scripture for each mys-
tery.   
 

The Scripture passages tell the story of the mystery and 
help to familiarize you even more with God’s written 
Word.  As St. Jerome said, “Ignorance of Scripture is ig-
norance of Christ.”  With the Scripture passages added, a 
Scriptural Rosary may take a few minutes longer to pray.  
Enjoy the extra time spent in prayer! 
 

There are many great resources-pamphlets, books, web-
sites, etc.-available to help you pray the Scriptural Rosary.  
I think you’ll find that combining God’s Word with the 
rosary will be a powerful way to enhance and deepen your 
prayer life! 

A Minute in the Church:  Life in Christ, Gus Lloyd. 
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Jessica Chiasson’s Journey to Confirmation 
 

I truly believe my journey to Confirmation began long before I felt God tugging at my heart to be 
Baptized and Confirmed.  I look back now at the things I have been through in the last year lead-
ing to this beautiful moment, that God let me know he was right there with me and I was doing his 
will.  I was in a Pentecostal Church that I knew wasn’t right for me.  I went to quite a few Catholic 
Churches with my boyfriend, which was very different and overwhelming at first.  When we came 
to OLPH and met Fr. Kyle, everything changed.  I receive exactly what I need from every service 
listening to him speak.  I see a man who truly cares about everyone he is leading and works non-
stop to make sure he is leading us in the right direction.  Ms. Dolly has also been a part of my 

Journey.  She has been there for me whenever I need her, and to see the joy that she has for Jesus has given me the inspira-
tion that I needed to keep going.  Last year at this time, I was fighting an illness that I didn't know if I would make it 
through.  My first Tuesday service was a healing Mass.  I kept asking God to please let me know He is with me.  At the end 
of the service, a lady turned to me and said “God wants you to have this”.  It was a coin that said “God is with you”.  It was 
clear in that moment that I was where I needed to be.  No matter how I tried, I still felt horrible on the inside.  God let me 
know that all of the lies that Satan was telling me weren’t true when I met Deacon Art Miller.  The night we met, I was 
again praying for God to let me know I was not alone.  After Mass, Deacon Miller shook my hand and said that I was beau-
tiful on the inside.  Tears rolled down my face.  We talked for awhile, and he let me know that I was someone special to 
Jesus.  I have learned that God places people in your life and it is planned for the crucial moments that you need them.   
After everything that I have been through in the past year, I learned that if you truly trust in God, your anxiety disappears.  
Every moment, good and bad, has been worth it and all a part of God’s meticulous and perfect plan for me.  Confirmation is 
a whole new beginning for me.  You see, it’s not that you won’t have  a life of trials and tribulations, it just means that you 
will keep the undeniable faith that will allow you to get through them with peace in your heart and mind.  When life is over, 
you can hear those beautiful words, “well done my good and faithful servant.”

Parents are expected to call the Church Office three months be-
fore the anticipated birth to make an appointment for the pre-
baptism seminar.  The seminar is held on the third Monday of the 
month at 7:00 p.m. in the Day Chapel in Church. (Baptisms are 
not celebrated during Lent.) 
 
SACRAMENT OF FIRST COMMUNION : First Eucharist is 
celebrated the first Saturday of May for students in the 2nd grade 
or above who will be completing their 2nd year of religious edu-
cation at the time of the celebration.  Information can be found 
on our website: www.olphbc.org.

SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION :  Confirmation is cele-
brated in the Fall of 11th grade.  Candidates must attend Catholic 
high school or be enrolled in the High School of Religion pro-
gram in 9th-11th grades.  All candidates are asked to register in 
their freshmen year and no later than January of their 10th grade 
year.

SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE:   Contact the Church Office 
at least nine months prior to the planned date.  No other arrange-
ments should be made before contacting the Church Office. 
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RELIGIOUS EDUCATION:   The mission of OLPH's Reli-
gious Education program is to bring the “Good News” of God’s 
love to all children and their families and to call them to commit 
their lives to Christ. Religious Education classes are available for 
children in Preschool through adults.
