Works of Mercy Capital Campaign
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X All containers should be of plastic or wood construction with ample drainage. They should be placed on the marker

foundation, not dug into the turf.

X Flags may be placed in planters with the plants, in approved permanent holders or in the ground flush against the

base of the foundation stone.

X Statues must be on cement foundations by headstone, unless they are used as grave markers.

X No planting is permitted of shrubs, trees, flowers or plants of any kind.

Grave blankets are NOT permitted any time

X If you have a headstone/marker with no other option for flowers e.g., cement foundation that will hold a flower pot,
you may be permitted ONE shepherd hook flush against the foundation of the headstone/marker until further notice.
X Please remember that the mowing company will not mow or weed around statues, flower vases, etc. that are on the

ground.

X Any flower containers, vases, flags, etc. that are damaged and laying on the ground will be removed.
