My dear parishioners,  
Today we celebrate the Resurrection of Our Lord 

Jesus Christ! In our Gospel reading for this Easter, we hear: 
òWhen the sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary, the 
mother of James, and Salome bought spices so that they 
might go and anoint [Jesus]. Very early when the sun had 
risen, on the first day of the week, they came to the 
tombó (Mk 16:1-2). On that first Easter morn, the holy 
women came to the tomb expecting to find the body of  
Jesus buried there. When they arrived at the tomb, 
however, they found that the large stone in front of the 
tomb had been rolled back. On entering the tomb, they saw 
an angel who said to them: òDo not be amazed! You seek 
Jesus of Nazareth, the crucified. He has been raised; he is 
not here. Behold, the place where they laid him. But go and 
tell his disciples and Peter, ôHe is going before you to  
Galilee; there you will see him, as he told youõó (Mk 16:6-
7). 

Filled with Easter faith, we gather at Mass every 
Sunday to celebrate the death and Resurrection of Christ. 
òFor Christians it has become the first of all days, the first 
of all feasts, the Lordõs Dayó (Catechism of the Catholic 
Church, 2174). In the Eucharist, we encounter the Risen 
Christ who, by his resurrection, shows himself to be our 
God and Lord. The Sunday celebration of the Eucharist is 
essential to our life of faith and hope. The Lord Jesus 
knows that we face many daily difficulties and challenges 
in our lives. We experience suffering and sadness, darkness 
and death. The Resurrection reveals that sin, suffering, and 
sadness do not have the final say. It reveals that God is in 
the business of bringing good out of evil, light out of dark-
ness, and life out of death. As we celebrate Easter this year, 
I pray and hope that our own faith in the Risen Christ may 
be rekindled and that we will recommit ourselves to cele-
brating his Resurrection and encountering him in the Eu-
charist not just today but every Sunday at Mass. On behalf 
of Deacon Kevin and our entire parish staff, I wish you all 
a Happy Easter! He is risen, alleluia!
