This past week, we enjoyed an awesome Totus Tuus pro-
gram! Such a week reminds us that our children are truly a gift 
from God and the fruit of our married couplesõ openness to this 
gift.  

This week (July 21ð27), the Catholic Church in America 
celebrates Natural Family Planning Awareness Week. This yearõs 
theme is òLove, Naturally! Natural Family Planning: Cooperat-
ing with God's design for married love.ó Natural Family Planning 
(NFP) is a beautiful way for married couples to live out the fideli-
ty, fruitfulness, and permanence of their marital covenant. Both 
human reason and divine revelation tell us that marriage is a cov-
enant between one man and one woman that is faithful, fruitful , 
and for life. Christ raised this natural institution of marriage to the 
dignity of a sacrament, meaning that a marriage between a bap-
tized man and a baptized woman is both a source of grace for the 
married couple and a sign of the covenant between Christ and his 
Church which is faithful, fruitful , and forever. NFP helps married 
couples to exercise a generous and responsible parenthood in a 
way that is natural, moral, and healthy. NFP is scientifically based 
on the natural fertility cycle of the individual woman and thus 
allows married couples to know accurately when they are fertile 
and when they are infertile. This information enables couples both 
to achieve a pregnancy and to avoid one if there is grave reason 
for doing so. In both cases, NFP allows married couples to be al-
ways open to the gift of new human life and to make a total gift of 
themselves to one another in each of their marital acts. I encour-
age all of you to take some time this week to learn more about 
Natural Family Planning by reading the bulletin insert and by 
visiting the NFP Awareness Week link on the USCCB website: 
www.usccb.org. In this weekõs bulletin, you will also find a list of 
some of the NFP instructors close to our area. Finally, I wish to 
express my sincere gratitude to all of you who are already gener-
ously practicing NFP in your marriages. May God who has begun 
the good work in you bring it to fulfillment (cf. Phil 1:6).
