While Lazarus was homeless, hungry, and
hurting in this life, he found himself in the bosom of Abraham,
peacefully awaiting the gates of Heaven to be opened to the souls

of the just. On the other hand,

The sin of the
rich man was not so much what he did, but what he failed to do (a
sin of omission). He was so selfishly content with his own wants
being met, that he made no effort to help Lazarus in his need.
Having passed him by day after day, the rich man became blind to
the needs of Lazarus. Although Lazarus did not have a roof over
his head, food on his plate, or health in his limbs, Lazarus was
made in the image and likeness of God, created directly by the

sick, dependent, or needy he was, Lazarus deserved to be loved
and respected. Lazarus had an immeasurable dignity, not because
of what he had, but because of who and what he was: a human
person created by God. This dignity is what the rich man forgot
and passed by every day.

Lazarus represents to us the poor and the vulnerable of
every age, including our own. Lazarus is the poor in our own
community. Lazarus is the unborn child whose right to life is de-
