First Reading: Acts 9:26-31 
Paul the Apostle came to Jerusalem, where the other disciples were afraid of him. Then they learned that the Lord had 
spoken to Paul and he had preached openly in Damascus. When they learned that someone wanted to kill him, they 
protected him because they fully believed he had converted. 

Second Reading: I John 3:18-24 
John clearly states that we must love one another. All people who believe in Jesus Christ can show their faith only 
through their actions. If people believe in Jesus and love one another as he commanded us, they prove that they are 
true believers in Christ. 

Gospel: John 15:1-8 
Jesus compares himself to a vine, and compares his father to the vine-grower. He explains how God prunes the barren 
branches so that the rest might yield more fruit. He reminds them that apart from himself, his followers could not bear 
fruit.

A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS - HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly 

Fifth Sunday of Easter - April 29, 2018 

ñWhen Saul arrived in Jerusalem he tried to join the disciples, but they were all afraid of him, not believing he 
was a disciple. Then Barnabas took charge of him and brought him to the apostles, and he reported to them 
how he had seen the Lord, and that he had spoken to him, and how in Damascus he had spoken out boldly in 
the name of Jesusé The church throughout all Judea, Galilee and Samaria was at peace. It was being built up 

and walked in the fear of the Lord, and with the consolation of the Holy Spirit it grew in numbers.ò 

We are familiar with the encounter and conversion of Saul on the road to Damascus. This passage tells us something of 
the struggle for acceptance by the Christian community in Jerusalem. Barnabas spoke in his behalf to the disciples, and 
then to the apostles. Paul presented his credentials. The Holy Spirit was at work. 

What a great lesson for us today, to be sure that we are welcoming communities. Most likely on a weekly basis people 
visit our parish church for the first time. Some have recently moved into the community, some perhaps have been away 
from the church for some time. Others say now is the time for me and my family to become active. How ready are we to 
reach out, to invite and support those who come to our community. Pope Francis is constantly teaching us to go out to 
the streets, take a risk, feel the bruises as did Paul. Not sure what to do?

When our Blessed Mother appeared to 
the children at Fatima and told them 
she came from heaven, Lucia asked 
her if they would go to heaven.  The 
Blessed mother said she would take 
Francisco and Jacinta soon but that 
Lucia would  have to remain on earth 
sometime longer.  Francisco died on 

April 4, 1919, at the age o 10.  Jacinta died on February 20, 1920, at the age of 9.  Lucia died on 
February 13, 2005, at the age of 97. 

In 1921, Lucia left Fatima and went to the school of the Sisters of St. Dorothy in Porto.  Later, she 
entered the Institute of the Sisters of St. Dorothy in Tui, Spain.  She professed perpetual vows on 
October 3, 1934, receiving the name Sister Maria das Dores.  She returned to Portugal in 1046 and 
entered the Carmelite convent of Santa Teresa in Coimbra  where she resided until her death.  
There she took the name Sister Maria Lucia of Jesus and the Immaculate Heart.  Lucia came back 
to Fatima on four Papal Pilgrimages, all on May 13 - in 1967 (Pope 
Paul VI), and in 1982, 1991, and 2000 (Pope John Paul II). 

Sister Lucia had been blind and deaf and ailing for some years 
before her death. On the day of her funeral, both Pope John Paul II 
and the future Pope Benedict XVI said she would go to heaven.  
On February 13, 2008, Pope Benedict XVI opened the cause for 
her beatification.  On February 13, 2017, she was accorded the 
title ñServant of God.ò
