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Dear Parish Family,

“Today you have revealed the mystery of tuatigs in Christ as a light for the nations,

and when he appeared in our mortal natatemade us new by the glory of his immortal
nature.” The sense of the feast is clegshessed with these words for the Epiphany; the
manifestation of Jesus as the Son of God arat 8wde to all people, and at the samge

time the manifestation of the prodigal effects of salvation in those who allow themselves tc
be “renewed” by him.

All of this is expressed and deepened in the scireeMddgi (Mt 2, 1-12). The Magi come from afar to war-
ship the Lord, guided by a prodigal star, and thenedtto their country, becoming announcers of the light
that they allowed themselves to be wrapped up in.

The difficulties, especially of a historical natwesepied by this account\datthew are well known. But,
according to the perspective of the first evangelist, what are the elements of the religious message that he
to transmit to us?

First of all, Christ is the one that draws human heihgjsiself, even the most distant and diverse, with|the
force of His presence in our midstafseems to be the meaning of tloeligal star in Matthews “episode’.
It is not men who seek Christ, it is Christ vaeks and attracts them, because he is "the light."

There is also a second religious message in this exooesgage that anticipates the theme of the first gospel
by showing that God has broadened the prospecte fealtration of all human beings. The Gospel closes
with this Universalist opening (Mt 28, 18-2).

The recount of the Magi, who come from distant langderhip "the King of the Jews that is born", anticl-

pates that situation: the "distant” seek the Messiah, they find him and recognize him under the signs of that
poor Child. "The new people of the believers replace ancient Israel. Because before God the only thing that
counts is the capacity to accept his projects aedognize the multiple signs of his presence in history.

In that line seems to move the beautiful passageabftisat we heard in the first reading. Jerusalem, pro-
claimed the prophet, will be clothed with light, and thevike a sign to all the peoples of the earth, who will
come bringing their most precious gifts. The light witlhwhrcisalem shines is not a light of its own, it is the
very glory of it's Lord.

We can see here the mission of that New Jerusalem whecBhsirch. It must be allowed to invade in su¢ch a
way by the light of Christ that it becomes a tragrspanf itself and a centéibrightness for all men.

May our Eucharistic celebration on the Feast of the Epipélpnys carry a glow of the light of Christ in our
hearts and in our lives, to share it with our brothers and sisters.
