Church Safety Updates: Phase lli

With Washington State presently in Phase Ill, we are now al-
lowed new freedoms in our parish worship while still guarding
basic social distancing and mask-wearing mandates.

We expect that as more of us are vaccinated, more parishioners
will be choosing to join us for in-person Masses. We are making
the following changes to our safety practices beginning today:

8 We have raised the limit on in-church attendance from 50
persons to 70 for ordinary liturgies, and up to 80 when ad-

ditional chairs are set up in the back of the church nave.

Sunday morning, 10:00 am Mass has returned to the
church from Father KevinQ living room for both in-person
attendance and live-streaming.

Congregational singing is now welcome as long as we re-
main masked throughout.

Lectors, presiders, and homilists may now exercise their
ministries without masks as long as they maintain substan-
tial distance from others while unmasked.

When in church, keep masks covering fully both mouth and
nose and assiduously maintain ¢ $§dcial distancing. Please
observe both rules both within and outside the church.

Holy Communion will continue to be distributed in the
pews only and on the hand only.

Please remember that not everyone is already vaccinated;
hugs and handshakes should still be avoided.
