A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

First Sunday of Lent

February 14, 2016

“What does scripture say? ‘The word is near you, on your
lips and in your heart (that is the word of faith which we
preach.)’ For if you confess with your lips that Jesus is
Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised him from
the dead, you will be saved. Faith in the heart leads to jus-
tification, confession on the lips to salvation.”

The Lenten season can be a routine time of remembering,
for traditional practices and customs which will be part of
our lives for the next few weeks. Each year we pause to ob-
serve it as a time of special prayer and renewal. But there
can be danger of falling into a routine.

Pope Francis is calling us to live lent differently during the
Year of Mercy. He wants us to move from the practice of our
lips and ensure that we bring our hearts into what we do
and say.

The Bishop of
Rome tells us that the church is a field hospital, where mercy
is offered and health is restored. Mercy first is treating the
wounds. Specialized tests can wait. Our woundedness
should be addressed first, and our acts of mercy can treat
the wounds and hurts of others. Lent is a time for healing.
