Six months ago I wrote to you, άΧ
next five months we will spend in prayer, planning 
and finding resources to accomplish our vision on 
three areas: Spiritual Renewal & Faith Formation, 
Community Building and Campaign for funds to 
solve the Church debt. Let us keep knocking at 
GodΩs door.έ God has guided me to sign up for 
άThe Amazing Parishέ project. They are helping 
me to select a core team of 3 to 5 members for 
the Parish Leadership Team to assist the parish to 
set goals and accomplish them. Please visit the 
amazing parish website to learn about it. Please 
pray daily for us to become a vibrant faith family. 
     Everyone in our parish knows the good efforts 
our beloved Msgr. OΩConnor put in, to install a 
solar farm on our land so that our land could be 
used to bring in some revenue for the parish. In 
those days, the money that needed to be invested 
into it and many other factors did not help to real-
ize the project. Now it looks like a possibility with 
the Archdiocese in favor of solar energy projects 
in schools and churches and solar farms in ceme-
tery land. Also, clean energy incentives from gov-
ernment and various companies are available. For 
the last nine months, I have been exploring all 
possibilities. This month, we heard presentations 
from three different solar companies. We are ex-
amining, with the help of many, to see the possi-
bility of solar energy, either just for our use or to 
use our extra land to install a solar energy farm. 
Please keep praying for this effort to succeed if it 
is God's will.
