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Our Lenten Retreat 
   Lent lies at the very heart of our Catholic faith. Each 
year, on Ash Wednesday, we begin our Lenten re-
treat. We are blessed with ashes, reminding us that 
we are dust, and to dust we will return. For the next 
40 days we are led into the desert of our own hearts 
to look within, face our sins, and ask for Godôs mercy. 
   While Lent was originally intended as a time of 
preparation for those being baptized at Easter, it 
gradually became a time when all of us get ready to 
renew our own baptismal promises. It is the season in 
which we prepare both individually and as a church 
for the Second Coming of our Lord and Savior. It is 
the season when we reflect on the dying and rising of 
Christ that has made our salvation possible. Even 
more than that, it is the season when we enter into 
Christôs dying and rising as we seek to purify, 
cleanse, and nourish our bodies, minds, and souls. 

FAST AND ABSTINENCE 

Lenten Fast and Abstinence ï During the season of 

Lent, the Church urges the faithful to reflect a Spirit of 

penance in their daily lives through performing acts of 

faith and abstinence. 

FASTING requires that only one full meal be taken 

per day. Two other smaller meals may be taken dur-

ing the day to maintain physical strength, but these 

two meals together should not equal a full meal in 

quantity. Nor is there eating between meals. Fasting 

obliges all those who have reached the age of 18 and 

continues to oblige through age 59. Those who are 

not specifically obliged to fast are encouraged to join 

in the discipline of fasting to the extent that they are 

able. 

ABSTINENCE prohibits individuals from eating meat 

on a particular day. Abstinence obliges all those who 

have reached the age of 14 and continues to oblige 

throughout their lives. Those who are not specifically 

obliged to abstain from eating meat are encouraged to 

join in the discipline of abstaining to the extent that 

they are able. 

Soul-nourishing Practices for Lent 
 

Fast from busyness. Take a slow walk around a 
neighborhood park or other natural place. Listen to 
the sounds around you-of nature, of people, of si-
lence-and let your soul find rest in the moment. 

From the Pastorôs Deské 
 

 1st Sunday of Lent:    
  

This past Wednesday as we received the blessed ashes, we joined the Christian world renewing our spiritual 
journey. It is nearly a year that we have been going through very tough time with Covid-19. With limited gather-
ing, less communal spiritual programs but still, let us personally make Lent a special time of renewal of life by 
penance and prayer. Formerly, the six weeks of Lent meant a time of severe penance as a way of purifying 
ourselves from our sinful habits and getting ready to celebrate the Paschal mystery (the passion, death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ) with a renewed commitment to follow Christ. Now the Church leaves the Lenten 
practice of penance to the good will and generosity of individual Christians. However, Lent should be a 
time for personal reflection on where we stand as Christians accepting the gospel challenges in thought, word 
and deed. It is also a time to assess our relationships with our family, friends, working colleagues and other 
people we come in contact with, especially those of our community. We should examine whether we are able 
to give any positive contribution to other people's lives and to eradicate the abuses which are part of our society.   
Let us convert Lent into a time for spiritual growth and Christian maturity: a) by participating in the Mass each 
day or at least a few days in the week. b) Setting aside some part of my day for personal prayer. c) Reading 
some Scripture, alone or, better still, with others. d) Setting aside some money that I might spend on myself 
for meals, entertainment or clothes and giving it to an organization which takes care of the less fortunate in our 
society. e) Receiving the sacrament of reconciliation in Lent and participating in the ñStations of the Crossò.  
f) Visiting the sick and doing some acts of charity, kindness and mercy every day in Lent.    
    

I wish to thank you all for your prayers and good wishes for my safe return.  Your prayers have been answered, and 

I have returned safely. And my special thanks and gratitude to Fr Sujan, our help out priests, deacons, parish leadership 

and staff for taking care of the spiritual needs of our community while I was away.  God bless us all.
