“BLESSED ARE THEY WHO SUFFER FOR JUSTICE"—
COURAGE (Matthew 5:10)

In this Beatitude, Jesus gives us the quality possessed by those
who have this love which is Christian perfection—courage of
heart in the face of all opposition. These perfect souls are not
only peacemakers, but they are strong, courageous champions
of holiness. They meet great opposition from the world and the
devil, and from those people who feel that their holiness shows
up their own mediocrity. And so these perfect souls are called
fools, or scorned as pious hypocrites. Often those who live the
worldly life try openly to provoke these perfect souls by impure
stories or vile language, or taunt them by calling them weak-
lings. But throughout all these persecutions, the perfect souls
are patient, peaceful and strong.

My Master, teach me to realize that the source of the strength of
these perfect souls is in their great love. They love holiness be-
cause they know that holiness is the Father’s great work in the
world. And they know that if something is worth loving, it is
worth fighting for. And so, like first-line disciplined soldiers,
they will struggle, fight and suffer any persecution for the sake
of holiness in themselves and others. They steel their hearts
against the fire of temptation; they bear the monotony of doing

good with genuine cheerfulness and perseverance. They will
make any sacrifice to win souls—patient with their weaknesses,

fighting to shake them from lethargy. And above all, they have
that beautiful moral courage not to care what others think of
them, as long as they are pleasing to You! They are truly
blessed, because they have found a love worth fighting for.

O my King, as much as I desire the grace to suffer persecution
bravely, so much do I dread having a “persecution complex.”
The first is a quality of holiness; the second, a mark of weak-
ness. Those who really love You know that like You they are “set
for the rise and fall of many,” that like You they will be loved
and hated. It’s all a necessary consequence of “setting fire on
the earth.” So they take it bravely, without any bitterness or self
-pity. They are miles apart from the weaklings who imagine that
everyone is against them and trying to hurt them.

Dear Lord, never let me feel that I am persecuted! Never!
Rather, let me love holiness and fight for it—and with a brave
and cheerful heart, be willing to pay the price for my opposi-
tion! Give me the grace, my Jesus, to love You so strongly that
I'll be glad to suffer and fight for You. AMEN.

Morning after morning He opens my ear that I may hear; and I
have not rebelled, have not turned back. I gave my back to those
who beat me and my cheeks to those who plucked my beard; my
face I did not shield from buffets and spitting.

10. How might one best summarize the prevailing mind of the Enlight-
enment? In his essay, "What Is Enlightenment?" Immanuel Kant
wrote: "Dare to know! Have courage to use your own reason!"

11.0How does Kant's exhortation suggest anti-Catholic bias? The
Catholic Church has never discouraged anyone from the study
or pursuit of knowledge, but always in the context of the Holy
Spirit's (God) guidance. If human reason is not informed by
God's grace, the human mind invariably tends to error.

12.How then do we avoid Satan's traps in our quest for Truth? By hon-
estly and sincerely asking the Holy Spirit to free us from our per-
sonal biases as we investigate and explore the studies of theol-
ogy, philosophy and psychology as they relate to the human con-
dition.

13. How is the Enlightenment period of the seventeenth century re-
lated to the Protestant Reformation of the Sixteenth century? It
was the Protestant Reformation that redefined man's relationship
with God by eliminating the need for the sacramental life of the
Catholic Church as the only means of salvation. In other words,
man can save himself through his own reason, and a church of
his making, rather than the Church established by Jesus Christ.

14. But what always happens when mankind moves away from God
and the tenants of virtue and faith promoted and safeguarded by
the Church? Man becomes frustrated and despairing by his sinful-
ness which leads to contentiousness and anger, and then, vio-
lence or despair as a means of resolving his problems.

15. Is there historical evidence that bears out this fact: absent God
and Church, enter chaos and death? With few exceptions,
since the Protestant Revolt of 1500, man has been in a spiritual
war with himself and his conscience. Globally, one nation has
set upon another in shooting wars orchestrated by Satin, to
subdue and/or destroy our perceived enemies rather than
seeking a peaceful resolution .
