Twenty Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time
September 20, 2015

First Reading: Wisdom 2:12, 17-20

The wicked resolve to persecute the just one, be-
cause his life is a reproach to their own. All of this a
prefigurement of what will befall Jesus.

Second Reading: James 3:16-4:3

Contrasting earthly wisdom with that of Christianity,
James paints a positive picture of the latter. Then
he turns to explicate the root causes of strife in the
community.

Gospel: Mark 9:30-37

Jesus predicts His passion for a second time.
Then, to His quiet and confused disciples gathered
at Peter’s house in Capernaum, He teaches them
that true leadership involves service. A child at the
house provides a teaching tool for what receiving
Christ means.
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Teachers will easily recognize this typical classroom dialogue following a lesson:
Teacher: “Are there any questions?”

Students: Total silence.

Teacher: “Anything you don’t understand?”

One student (hesitantly): “Will this be on the test?”

And so it goes. Not necessarily all the time like that, but enough times to make it an easy recall for me after 25
years in teaching. Whatever the dynamic that is at work here, it has to involve a certain fear of the teacher’s re-
action mixed in with fear of looking stupid to the class.

Note the similarity to that perennial happening with the reaction of Our Lord’s chosen disciples gathered that
long ago day in Peter's house just after Jesus predicted His passion for the second time. St. Mark tells us:
“They did not understand the saying and they were afraid to question Him.”

All of which brings up a question. Have you ever wanted to question God about something and were afraid to?
Was it about a personal relationship difficulty? Family problem? Old thinking versus new? Health setback? Evil
in the headlines? Trouble with the Church? Someone’s addiction?

Whatever the situation, the important point is never to be afraid to talk it over with God as frankly as you would
with your best friend. After all, God already knows your situation. He respects your intelligence and good will. All
He asks in return is your respect for His intelligence. Add in His love for you; His ultimate mastery of a grand
plan for the universe and everyone in it.

Here is precisely where our humility has to kick in. Or at least our recognition that humility is needed. Even
though we cannot know the plan, it is certain that we are included. While God accepts our questions, He doesn’t
need our advice. Just our love and trust.

When Jesus brought that little child into the center of that circle of friends in Peter’s house, He was asking us to
consider a truth more important than our questions. Namely, our acknowledgement that receiving a humble little
one, and a “little one” could be 25 or 65, we are really receiving Him. That should make us more receptive to
His plan rather than our own.

Confidence in God, enough to ask Him questions, combined with the openness of mind and heart that lets us
welcome an innocent, make for a quality disciple. In the “school” of Christian living, that merits an “A” on our
report card, ready for Our Father’s signature. That's the way it is when we reread the Gospel. We're always go-

ing back to school.
