And His Holiness also reminds us of the
Golden Rule: “Do unto others, as you would have
them do unto you”. This is the essence of the Year
of Mercy. The banner that is hung on the outside
wall of our church at the entrance which says,
“Merciful like the Father”, speaks volumes about
this message through the depicted famous Rem-
brandt’s painting, namely, ‘The Return of the Prodi-
gal Son’ of year 1669. The activities for this year
are simple. They include all 14 corporal and spiri-
tual works of mercy, namely, feed the hungry, give
drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked, shelter the
homeless, care for the sick, visit the imprisoned,
bury the dead, convert sinners, instruct the igno-
rant, advice the doubtful, comfort the sorrowful,
bear the wrongs patiently, forgive injuries, pray for
the living and the dead. We will say the prayer for
the Jubilee after the prayer of the faithful at
Masses during the next 12 months.

Last Sunday was Gaudete Sunday. The day takes
its common name from the Latin word Gaudete
("Rejoice"), The meaning of this special celebration
is explained in the following scripture passages.
“Rejoice in the Lord always; again | say, rejoice.
Let your forbearance be known to all, for the Lord
is near at hand; have no anxiety about anything,
but in all things, by prayer and supplication, with
thanksgiving, let your requests be known to God.
Lord, you have blessed your land; you have turned
