Jesus preaches the new ethic, and gives powerful
examples of it. Yet, He also upholds the values
found in the Old Testament for His followers. He
also warns against the hypocrisy of the Scribes
and Pharisees.
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Reflection by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson

Political correctness has done a lot of damage to our thinking and also to the meaning of language. It
has pressured us all to be amateur diplomats, afraid sometimes to utter the plain truth. Some of us
have even taken to be “proprietors of the proper” correcting others of their misuse of terms.

Admittedly, there are occasions when telling the whole truth and nothing but can be like a cold stab in
the heart to someone. So out of charity, we have to be delicate in our telling.

On this World Marriage Day on our universal Church calendar, when we celebrate that vocation and all
that it implies, married couples would be among the first to tell us the importance of refraining from the
bluntness of the whole truth from time to time. A husband facing his wife’s question “Do these jeans
make me look fat?” is in a bind, and he certainly has to be careful with his reply. A wife facing her hus-
band’s question: “Does this suit jacket look tight?” is in the same situation, although a guy might not
ask.

On the other hand, durable love sometimes has to be tough as well, and only benefits the marriage
when a serious matter arises, such as the alcoholic addiction of one spouse.

Our Lord lists four examples in today’s section of His Sermon on the Mount that are expansions of the
older commands from God. Killing now extends to severe anger. Adultery branches out to divorce and
impure thinking.

Taking a false oath now broadens to include swearing and coarse language. That last has bad effects
on any listener, and is often scandalous, especially when the listener is an impressionable young per-
son. Allin all, Jesus wants “yes or no” to mean nothing other.

These thoughts lead me to two conclusions. First, that “PC”, or “political correctness” should never
lead us to go against “JC,” with all due respect for His sacred name.

Secondly, in the context of World Marriage Day, that marital love must be based on more than roses
and heart-shaped boxes of chocolates, so popular as Valentine’s Day gifts. Or on greeting cards filled
with romantic sentiment artfully crafted. Rather is that love to be based on that of Christ, Who knows
best what total self-giving is.

Of course, truthfulness often involves humor, as in the following. After spending the entire dinner cor-

recting my young son’s manners, | turned to my wife and asked, “Will the training never end?” “Well, a
boy’s training never does,” she replied. “When he gets married, then his wife gets the job. And please
stop talking with food in your mouth.”
