Becoming Sponsors for Baptism and Confirmation 
It is a great honor to be asked to be a sponsor for Baptism or          
Confirmation. The role of a ñgodparentò is to be an ñother parentò in 
matters of our holy Faith. That is why sponsors must be practicing 
Catholics, 14 years of age or older (in the Archdiocese of New York), 
having received Catholic Confirmation and currently living a good 
Christian moral life. If the sponsor is married, that person must be in 
a valid Catholic Church marriage. One sponsor is required for       
Confirmation. It is customary to have two for Baptism, in which case 
one must be male and the other female. Parents may not be sponsors. 
A baptized non-Catholic may replace the second Baptism sponsor as 
a Christian witness. Non-Christians may not be sponsors. Former 
Catholics may not be sponsors. 
 

A nominated sponsor is asked to get certification from his/her current 
parish. This is a declaration by a priest/deacon that the individual is 
qualified to be a sponsor according to Church Law. To be so certified, 
the individual must be a current parishioner of the particular parish 
where the certification is being sought, and be known to the priest/
deacon as being a faithful practicing Catholic, attending Mass there 
weekly. 
 

Those away at college or graduate school or in the military should 
seek certification from their campus ministries or chaplains. 
 

Unfortunately, at times, family members or friends are chosen to be 
sponsors with good intentions, but are found to be ineligible          
according to Church Law. Also, more and more, people seem to think 
they are still ñparishionersò of their childhood parish, where they 
attended school or received sacraments years ago, while no longer 
living in the area or attending Mass there regularly. It is important for 
all individuals to be active members of their local Catholic faith   
communities.  
 

Here,  Certificates of Sponsorships are given by the priests and     
deacon to registered members of the parish who are practicing        
Catholics, and who meet the above criteria. Please see a priest or    
deacon after Mass on Saturday evening or Sunday to inquire about 
getting a certificate.

Convertirse en Padrinos para el Bautismo y la Confirmaci·n 
Es un gran honor que se le solicite ser padrino para el Bautismo o la 
Confirmaci·n. El rol de un "padrino" es ser "otro padre" en asuntos 
de nuestra santa fe. Es por eso que los padrinos deben ser cat·licos 
practicantes, tener 14 a¶os de edad o m§s (bajo la Arquidi·cesis de 
Nueva York), habiendo recibido la Confirmaci·n Cat·lica y         
actualmente viviendo una buena vida moral cristiana. Si el padrino 
est§ casado, esa persona debe estar en un matrimonio v§lido de la 
Iglesia Cat·lica. Se requiere un padrino para la Confirmaci·n. Es 
costumbre tener dos para el Bautismo, en cuyo caso uno debe ser 
masculino y la otra femenino. Los padres no pueden ser padrinos. 
Un no-cat·lico bautizado puede reemplazar al segundo padrino del    
Bautismo como testigo cristiano. Los no-cristianos no pueden ser 
padrinos. Cat·licos que han dejado su no pueden ser padrinos. 
 

Se le pide al futuro padrino que obtenga un certificado de su      
parroquia actual. Esta es una declaraci·n de un sacerdote/di§cono 
que la persona est§ calificada para ser un padrino de acuerdo con la 
ley de la Iglesia. Para el certificado, la persona debe ser feligr®s de 
la parroquia correspondiente, en donde se pide la certificaci·n, y el 
sacerdote/di§cono lo conoce como un Cat·lico fiel o practicante, 
que asisten a Misa semanalmente. 
 

Aquellos que est§n en la universidad o la escuela de posgrado o en 
el ej®rcito deben buscar la certificaci·n de sus ministerios del cam-
pus o capellanes. 
 

Desafortunadamente, a veces, los familiares o amigos son elegidos 
para ser padrinos con buenas intenciones, pero se encuentran que no 
son elegibles de acuerdo con la ley de la Iglesia.
