MALLIA'S MOMENTS

 In the readings today, there is an intentional use of the 

imagery of darkness versus light.  You do not need to be 

a theologian to understand the power of that symbol and 

the importance of walking in righteousness as living in 

the light.  The person who is not doing anything wrong 

does not fear the light, but the evil person only seeks 

darkness to hide from the view not only of others, but of 

God. 

 

 When we live out our faith, there is light within us.  We 

see past the evil and find our strength in the power of 

God that dwells within us.  We do not fear because we 

are filled with hope, the fulfillment of all the promises of 

God; especially the promise that we will never be 

abandoned. 

 

 There is the popular story of the man walking along an 

edge of a cliff when the ground gives way and he begins 

to fall.  He reaches out and is able to grab the small 

branch sticking out of the side of the cliff.  He begins to 

cry for help and finally hears a voice calling out to him.  

He asked who it was and the voice said it was God.  The 

voice told him that he would help him, all he had to do 

was let go.  The man then asked, “is there anyone else 

up there”.   

 

 When we do not believe, our lives are filled with fear 

and doubt, which in turn removes the joy and peace from 

our hearts.  Is it any wonder that people today are so 

tense?  With no faith and no relationship with God all we 

are left with is uncertainty.  They would rather hang on to 

a small branch, than listen to the voice of God. 

 

 We need to stop allowing ourselves to be over-

whelmed by the darkness and to start living in the light.  

God seeks to illuminate our minds and hearts.  God 

wants to remove the darkness of doubt and fear and fill 

us with hope and joy. 

 

 Simply put; whenever I watch a movie and the 

characters walk into a dark house searching out the killer 

or looking for their lost friends, I have but one thought – 

turn on the lights!  So, I tell you the same thing.  If you 

are tired of living in darkness and all that comes with it, 

turn on the light of God.

Q. Is it permissible 

for me to go to a 

communal penance 

service to confess 

my sins?  

 

A.  There seems to be two forms of what is 

commonly referred to as communal 

penance nowadays. With the first form, 

several priests are present and you make a 

private, one on one confession to one of 

these priests. This is a valid, licit form of 

the sacrament.  With the second form, the 

proper term is actually general absolution. 

This has everyone covered under a blanket 

confession and absolution. This all 

happens with everyone at one time, usually 

by one priest. Sometimes this type of 

general absolution has everyone write their 

sins on a piece of paper and after the 

blanket absolution, the paper is tossed into 

a fire and - voila, you’re done.  Or are you?  

 

True general absolution has a specific 

purpose. It is to be used when ordinary 

confession is not possible and you are in 

grave danger.  For example, this June we 

observed the 75

th

 anniversary of the D-Day 

invasion of Europe. Over 150,000 allied 

troops were scheduled to land on the 

beaches that day and causalities were 

expected to be high. Assuming just 25% of 

these soldiers were Catholic, that would 

mean there would by almost 40,000 men 

wanting to confess their sins and be 

granted absolution right before going into 

battle. Since the shear numbers meant this 

was not possible, penance and absolution 

was administered to large groups of 

soldiers together - all at one time. The 

understanding being that those who did not 

survive the battle had indeed experienced 

a sacramentally valid, licit confession and 

stepped into eternity having had their sins 

absolved by a priest. Those who did 

survive the battle would still need to go to a 

priest for an individual confession of any 

mortal sins as soon as it would be possible 

to do so.   

 

Since you asked this question, I am 

guessing that you are asking about general 

absolution. General absolution is in fact 

forbidden by the Archdiocese of Detroit and 

is only deemed to be valid by the Church in 

extreme cases.  I would also guess that 

down deep inside you feel uneasy about its
