Vi a CrTaecStaons of the
Cross, is a Catholic devotion in which
each station represents an event that
occurred during Jesus' Passion and
death. Traditional beliefs hold that
Mary visited the sites of Jesus' suffer-
ing, death, and resurrection after his
Ascension into heaven.

The promotion of the Stations' devo-
tion began in earnest with the Fran-
ciscans, who were given custody of
the Holy Places in the Holy Land in
the 1300s. In the 17th century, Fran-
ciscans requested permission from
the Pope to include "stations" in
church buildings throughout Europe,
and we can see that request today in
every Catholic church, where one will
find some artistic form of the stations
within the church or grounds. Count-
less Catholics have all enriched their
spiritual lives with this powerful devo-
tion.
