THANKSGIVING INTERFAITH SERVICE 

 
This yearôs Interfaith Service will be held at Temple 
Israel of Northern Westchester, Croton-on-Hudson.  The 
service will begin at 5:00 p.m. on Sunday, November 
18th.  All are welcome! 
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Each year at the beginning of Advent (December 2 this year) we get the new edition of the 
hymnal/missalette.  This year we have gotten the hymnal/missalette from a different company.  
It is called the Pew Missal and it is published by Ignatius Press in conjunction with The Au-
gustine Institute.  It is the same Augustine Institute that has given us the Formed program of 
solid Catholic teaching.   
 
The format of the Pew Missal is similar to the Breaking Bread we now use.  The regular part 
of the Mass is in the beginning, followed by the Sunday Mass antiphons and readings, and 
then followed by the hymns and weekday Masses.  The antiphons in the Pew Missal have mu-
sic for the antiphons unlike Breaking Bread.  People will then be able to participate in the sing-
ing of the antiphons when they are used. The paper is of a higher quality and is whiter in color, 
so it is easier to read. It also has many Catholic prayers in the back. 

 
This Tuesday, November 6, is Election 
Day.  It is very important that we vote for 
people who support the dignity of unborn 
human life, the sick, and the elderly.   
 
The current tax (income and property) 
burden in New York is one of the highest 
in the country.  No relief is given to fami-
lies who may want to send their children 
to Catholic schools.  Remember all tax 
money comes from individuals and they 
should have some say as to how the mon-
ey is used. 
 

The public schools promote ideas and organizations such as Planned Parenthood (PP) that are 
inimical to Catholic and traditional family values.  PPôs founder, Margaret Sanger, was a racist 
and eugenicist who said, ñWe donôt want the word to go out that we want to exterminate the 
Negro populationéò (Letter to Dr. Clarence J. Gamble, December 10, 1939, p.2)  Even today, 
PP goes into minority neighborhoods to promote its evil. Another quote from Sanger is, ñI 
think the greatest sin in the world is bringing children into the worldéò (Interview with Mike 
Wallace, 1957).  There are many more quotes from her. To this day PP has never repudiated 
any of her words.  
 
It is sinful to cooperate with evil.  We must vote for those who defend the Right to Life.
