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LENTEN GUIDELINES: FASTING, ABSTINENCE AND ALMSGIVING

Ash Wednesday, February 26 and Good Friday, April 10 are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for Catholics.
In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.

FASTING: The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full
meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal. Christian tradition can name at least seven rea-
sons for fasting:

From the beginning, God commanded some fasting, and sin entered into the world because Adam and Eve broke the fast.
1. For the Christian, fasting is ultimately about fasting from sin.

2 . Fasting reveals our dependence on God and not the resources of this world.

3. Fasting is an ancient way of preparing for the Eucharist—the truest of foods.

4. Fasting is preparation for baptism (and all the sacraments)—for the reception of grace.

5. Fasting is a means of saving resources to give to the poor.
Fasting is a means of self-discipline, chastity, and the restraining of the appetites.

ABSTINENCE: The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the Latin Catholic Church from
age 14 onwards.

ALMSGIVING: Lent is a favourable season for opening the doors to all those in need and recognizing in them the face of
Christ."-- Pope Francis

The foundational call of Christians to charity is a frequent theme of the Gospels. During Lent, we are asked to focus more
intently on "almsgiving," which means donating money or goods to the poor and performing other acts of charity. As one of
the three pillars of Lenten practice, almsgiving is "a witness to fraternal charity" and "a work of justice pleasing to

God." (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 2462).

DIRECTRICES PARA LA PRENSA: AYUNO, ABSTINENCIA Y DISTANCIAS

El miércoles de ceniza, 26 de febrero y el Viernes Santo, 10 de abril, son dias obligatorios de ayuno y abstinencia para
los catdlicos. Ademas, los viernes durante la Cuaresma son dias obligatorios de abstinencia.

AYUNO: Las normas sobre el ayuno son obligatorias desde los 18 hasta los 59 afios. Al ayunar, a una persona se le permite
comer una comida completa, asi como dos comidas mas pequefias que juntas no son iguales a una comida completa. La tradi-
cion cristiana puede nombrar al menos siete razones para el ayuno:

1. Desde el principio, Dios ordeno algo de ayuno, y el pecado entr6 en el mundo porque Adan y Eva rompieron el ayuno.
2. Para el cristiano, el ayuno se trata en ultima instancia de ayunar del pecado.

3. El ayuno revela nuestra dependencia de Dios y no de los recursos de este mundo.

4. El ayuno es una forma antigua de prepararse para la Eucaristia: el verdadero alimento.

5. El ayuno es la preparacion para el bautismo (y todos los sacramentos), para la recepcion de la gracia.

6. El ayuno es un medio de ahorrar recursos para dar a los pobres.

7. El ayuno es un medio de autodisciplina, castidad y restriccion del apetito.

ABSTINENCIA: Las normas relativas a la abstinencia de carne son vinculantes para los miembros de la Iglesia Catolica
Latina desde los 14 afios en adelante.

OBRAS DE CARIDAD: “La Cuaresma es una temporada favorable para abrir las puertas a todos los necesitados y recono-
cer en ellos el rostro de Cristo ". - Papa Francisco

El llamado fundamental de los cristianos a la caridad es un tema frecuente de los Evangelios. Durante la Cuaresma, se nos
pide que nos centremos mas intensamente en "dar limosna", lo que significa donar dinero o bienes a los pobres y realizar otros
actos de caridad. Como uno de los tres pilares de la practica de la Cuaresma, la limosna es "un testigo de la caridad fraterna" y
"una obra de justicia que agrada a Dios". (Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica, no. 2462).
