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Summer Projects

It was a very productive summer here in the Parish. The Sacristy was completely and beautifully
renovated. The renovation provided a better use of space, new lighting, new plumbing, a new
Sacrarium (a special sink which drains into the ground, a new dry well, for the washing of Sacred
Vessels and linens so that particles of the Blessed Sacrament do not go into the sewer system), new
hardwood floor and cabinetry. The side door of the Church now enters directly into the Sacristy, so we
ask our Parishioners to please enter and exit the Church through the main front doors.

The new Confessionals are now in use. The Priest Confessor has his own space and door, the Penitent
also has their own space and door. When you come for Confession please note that the inside light will
be on, the door will usually be ajar (please leave the door slightly open when you leave the
Confessional) and the light above the door will indicate the following: green light on means you can
enter, red light on means someone is in the Confessional. There is a padded kneeler below the window
for you to kneel and confess your sins. If you are unable to kneel a chair is provided for your comfort.
Confessions are heard anonymously.

The bathroom in the Church had a new addition: sliding doors to conceal the shelves which now store
the cleaning supplies for the volunteers who clean the Church each week, as well as a shelf on the right
side for lost and found articles.

Our sound system has a welcome upgrade. We installed two small speakers on either side of the choir
loft and one in the vestibule of the Church.

The new hymnals arrived and many of our Parishioners have been very generous in memorializing
them. Thank you.

In the school gymnasium we removed the wall of windows, which were in need of repair and were the
cause of a loss of heat in the winter months. The wall is now solid with three horizontal windows that
can be opened for ventilation. The outside will be stuccoed to match the color of the bricks. Inside,
below the windows, we installed bleachers for the spectators attending our CYO basketball games. The
walls have been temporarily painted and it is our hope to refinish the gym floor in the very near future.

In the Parish Hall we installed a new railing across the front “stage” and we added a new staircase on
the right side near the kitchen area. The new railing is now the proper height for safety.

New pedestals for our statues in Church were crafted. Three are done and three more are in process.

The property was surveyed in preparation for improvements for our parking lot. We are currently
meeting with contractors and an engineer to come up with plans for more parking spaces (with lines
throughout), an unobstructed view and a safer flow of traffic through our property.

Know how grateful | am to all of you for your patience and understanding while construction was taking
place. Our Parishioners are extremely generous and so supportive of all the improvements which
enhance the beauty, safety and use of our Parish buildings and grounds. Thank you and God bless
