 Last week we had our second count for this year's 
Catholic Services Appeal. As of then we have had a total of 
192 pledge cards returned with donations or pledges in the 
amount of $61,470.  That amount is 62.5% of our assess-
ment this year of $98,399.  192 pledge cards is 58% of the 
number of pledge cards that we had returned last year.  To 
those of you who have faithfully returned your pledge cards 
I thank you, and to those of you who have not yet returned 
your pledge cards I encourage you to do so promptly to 
assist those of your fellow parishioners who have assisted 
you by already returning their pledge cards.  
 Writing of returning pledge cards I know that it will 
be much easier to do when we are able to return to public 
Masses on the weekends.  Eventually that day will come.  
When it does, of course it will look different.  We won't be 
able to see a good portion of one another's faces as those 
faces will have to be covered with masks in order for us to 
gather in public.  I think it will be a real adventure to watch 
those of you who are parents of little ones try to figure out a 
way to keep a mask on the face of your two or three year 
old child.  Another question I haven't figured out how we 
will resolve except for your good common sense will be 
how do we keep our appropriate "social distance" from one 
another.  All of you on your own will have to take the re-
sponsibility for your own health and the health of others by 
keeping those six feet away from anyone else who doesn't 
share your home with you in choosing the place in the pew 
where you sit.  I don't think that this will be too great a prob-
lem for me in the sanctuary except for the time of Holy 
Communion when I exit the sanctuary to bring you the 
Blessed Sacrament.  I am pretty sure that we will only have 
Holy Communion offered in one species - that of the body 
of Christ - as I cannot imagine yet a way we can practically 
distribute the Blood of Christ without some type of danger 
to the health of the next recipient.  I can see that receiving 
Holy Communion on the tongue might be forbidden as I 
cannot imagine yet a way we can practically do that without 
the danger of the distributor of Holy Communion getting his 
or her hand contaminated by the saliva or the breath of the 
recipient of Holy Communion, and then passing that on to 
the next communicant.  I imagine that only the reception of 
Holy Communion in the hand will be allowed as that is the 
only way to avoid physical contact between the distributor 
and recipient of Holy Communion.  I can foresee that I 
won't be in the narthex of the Church before or after Mass 
to greet you as that again would cause problems with keep-
ing the proper social distancing.  For those of you who will 
want to wear gloves to church to keep from picking up 
germs off of hard surfaces I don't foresee that that would 
be a problem except at the time of the reception of Holy 
Communion just like we teach the little girls each year at 
their First Holy Communion that they need to take off their 
gloves to receive Holy Communion so that no crumbs from 
the host end up being hosted by their gloves.  Like I have 
written before, we are on a new adventure of life just in 
something simple like figuring out how we can open 
churches safely and come together to celebrate the Eucha-
rist.  Isn't it a great time to be alive and to see where this 
new adventure of life will lead us?
