In this season of reflection on our time, talent and 

treasure, there is an awesome opportunity awaiting 

parishioners who want to get involved in an outreach 

ministry that is simple and requires very little time.   

The second Sunday of each month St Stephen’s helps 

the Community Kitchen serve lunch to their guests. 

We arrive at 10:00 a.m. and slice and butter the  

homemade bread baked by parishioners for this  

occasion. We also assist in other light duties such as 

wrapping silverware or making sandwiches until the 

lunch line begins at 10:45 a.m. We serve until 12:00 

p.m. and then head home. 

With twelve months in the year, we have twelve  

opportunities to make this ministry successful.  

Typically, we send 2-4 people each time that work 

from 10 a.m. to noon. Lori Fox brings the bread to 

church the morning you volunteer or can make  

arrangements to drop it to you at your convenience. 

We ask that volunteers be teen age and above as it 

wouldn’t be a conducive atmosphere for small  

children. The guests at the kitchen are always so  

respectful and appreciative to the volunteers and love 

the fact that they can get “seconds” on the  

homemade bread. 

In the hallway is a sign up sheet for opportunities to 

serve in 2021. Won’t you join me in this very  

enriching ministry and help make a difference in the 

lives of those who are working to better their own 

lives?
