He wishes to 
meet you in person before making an appointment for 
baptism preparation.

Couples are 
welcome to call as soon as you decide to marry or even 
while you are still considering whether to go forward 
toward marriage.

Jesus said, "Blessed are those who mourn, for 
they shall be comforted" (Mt. 5:4). 

The Cathedral of Saint Peter Parish will once again hold a 
Grief Support group program for people in our community 
who are grieving the loss of a loved one.   In our commu-
nity we are frequently reminded of the reality of Death, 
and of our Christian responsibility to offer some degree of 
comfort to those who mourn. Our Ministry is not confined 
to Parish members only and is available to anyone in 
the community who feels the need to participate in a 
Grief Ministry Program that offers spiritual as well 
as emotional support during the weeks, months or years 
following the death of a close family member or friend. 
The next Grief Support Group will meet weekly for 4 
weeks starting on Wednesday, September 25 and ending 
on Wednesday, October 16, from 6:30 PM to 7:30 PM 
in the Diocesan Pastoral Center, 330 Wyoming Avenue 
(across the street from the Cathedral). If you feel that you
