November is the month of Remembrance, of Last Things, of 
the “close and holy darkness” which anticipates the light that 
Advent leads us into. 
 

~    All Saints – All Souls    ~ 
 

   We celebrate the solemnity of All Saints, remembering all 
the saints known and unknown to us who enjoy the glory of 
heaven. In the Gospel we hear the Beatitudes, which are 
guidelines for true joy and the attainment of sanctity in our 
Christian lives. We hear how to live lives of holiness so that 
we may attain happiness in this life, but even more happiness 
in the next life as we strive to likewise be numbered among 
all the saints in heaven. 
 
  The roots of this solemnity are deep in our history. As early 
as the fourth century, a feast in honor of all the martyrs was 
celebrated in the East, and it had come to Rome by the early 
seventh century, when on May 13 in 609 or 610, the Roman 
Pantheon (the ancient temple dedicated to all the gods) was 
consecrated S. Maria ad Martyres, in honor of Our Lady and 
all martyrs. The Pantheon is still in regular use as a church 
today, a wonderful meeting place of cultures and histories, 
with statues of saints in ancient niches where images of 
Roman deities formerly stood. 
 
   All Saints honors the “merits of all the Saints” (Collect), who 
rejoice in God’s presence: the towering figures like Augustine, 
Francis, Thérèse of the Child Jesus, as well as the humble 
saints whose names are known to few or none, our own 
grandparents, friends, and teachers who lived their faith to 
the fullest. This is a day to celebrate them all. 
 
   All Souls is unique on the liturgical calendar. Neither a 
solemnity nor a feast, this commemoration outranks other 
feasts and even takes the place of the Sundays in Ordinary 
Time when it falls on Sunday. 
 
   Prayer for the dead reaches deep into our human history, 
and it has been our custom from the earliest days of the 
Church. The belief that our prayers can be of assistance to 
the dead is a treasured tenet of our Catholic faith. We profess 
it every time we recite the Nicene Creed: “I look forward to 
the resurrection of the dead / and the life of the world to 
come.”

Solemnidad de Todos los Santos

En un mundo transido por conflictos sociales, políticos, 
económicos; un mundo que ha visto el sucederse de geno-
cidios en el siglo pasado; un mundo que se asoma teme-
roso al tercer milenio por el riesgo del terrorismo y la 
ruina de la civilización; en un m undo así, parece 
especialmente importante la predicación del amor del 
Padre; la predicación del triunfo del bien sobre el mal; la 
predicación de la necesidad de amar porque Dios nos ha 
amado y nos ha enviado a su Hijo en rescate de todos. En 
su último mensaje mundial de la paz, el 1 de enero de 
2002, el Papa escribía: “Ante estos estados de ánimo, la 
Iglesia desea dar testimonio de su esperanza, fundada en 
la convicción de que el mal, el mysterium iniquitatis, no 
tiene la última palabra en los avatares huma nos. La 
historia de la salvación descrita en la Sagrada Escritura 
proyecta una gran luz sobre toda la historia del mundo, 
mostrando que está siempre acompañada por la solicitud 
diligente y misericordiosa de Dios, que conoce el modo de 
llegar a los corazones más endurecidos y sacar también 
buenos frutos de un terreno árido y estéril”. Juan Pablo II

Ahora es 
el tiempo de la salvación, ahora es el tiempo del perdón, 
ahora es el tiempo de la evangelización, no dejemos 
nuestras manos estériles u ociosas ante tan grande y 
hermosa tarea.
