¡Nuestra justicia no es la justicia de Dios!  

Las parábolas contienen siempre un 
elemento desproporcionado, chocante, interpelador del 
auditorio o de parte de él. Lo chocante en la parábola del 
evangelio de hoy es el pago igual y primero a los obreros 
de la última hora. Y nos choca, nos molesta, nos interpela, 
porque nuestros caminos no son los caminos de Dios, 
tampoco nuestros pensamientos, nuestros criterios, nuestra 
lógica ni la manera como hacemos y aplicamos justicia. 

Según la “sabiduría del mundo”, nuestro modo de hacer 
justicia da – en el mejor de los casos – a cada quien lo que 
le corresponde pero, casi siempre y en la mayoría de los 
casos, da lo primero y mejor a los que menos necesitan y – 
sin compasión ni misericordia – deja con poco o sin nada a 
los que más necesitan, a los vulnerables, a los empobreci-
dos, marginados y despreciados de siempre. De otra parte, 
la parábola subraya la compasión libérrima de Dios para 
amar y dar sin que podamos argumentar méritos. En contra 
del fariseísmo de la época que exhibía y exigía méritos, el 
evangelio de hoy nos invita a fiesta pues los hijos recibimos 
el amor del Padre gratuitamente, “para darlo gratis”. 

La relación con Dios inaugurada por Jesús no depende de 
que hipócritamente mostremos ser justos para exigir sino 
de que nos dejemos amar gratuitamente por Dios y de que 
de ese amor recibido del Padre – como obreros de la última 
hora, como hijos mimados - demos amor, compasión y jus-
ticia a los hermanos, especialmente a los más necesitados, 
a los obreros de la última hora. Hoy nos corresponde 
entonces, preguntarnos si frente a Dios nos comportamos: 

�x Como los obreros de la primera hora: 
aparentemente justos, cumplidores temerosos de la ley 
como los esclavos, creyéndonos merecedores de todo, 
mejores que los demás, con cálculos mezquinos, 
envidiosos de la justicia justa y compasiva del Padre 
para con los hermanos más necesitados, incapaces de 
celebrar la gratuidad del amor misericordioso de 
Dios…O, si por el contrario, nos comportamos: 
 

�x Como los obreros de la última hora: exentos del 
cumplimiento de leyes y de angustias, obligados a 
cumplir el único mandato de dejarnos amar por Dios y - 
reconociendo su amor - cumplir su voluntad, amando a 
todos como hermanos, beneficiarios sin méritos de la 
gratuidad del amor del Padre bueno, hijos libres, 
alegres, felices y agradecidos por su gran 
misericordia…
